This is the raptor geodatabase. To use the information in the geodatabase, after saving it to a location on your network, open ArcMap. Choose to Add Data, and browse to folder where the geodatabase was saved. Open the geodatabase and add fcNests. The nests will appear in your map. To view information about each nest, use the Identify Tool, and click on a nest. In the Identify window, keep expanding the nest information by clicking on the plus marks. 

Please note:

1. Nests that are duplicates or are no longer being considered for analysis for other reasons are not included in this file. 
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2. In the past we only recorded the year of an observation. We’re now using the date. For those earlier records where we didn’t enter the date for an observation, a default date of April 15 was entered for that year. This is indicated where the field [DateEstimated] = 1.  
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
