Other mineral and oil and gas receipts
are collected and reported by MMS. This column includes outer continental shelf leases prior to their transfer to MMS, which was
effective May 10, 1982.

Mining Law Holding Fees and Service Charges receipts for Fiscal Years 1995 and 1996 are revised on this table to report updated
collection amounts for those years.

Naval Oil Shale Petroleum Reserve (NOSR) receipts under the Mineral Leasing Act (30 U.S.C. 181 et seq) are being included in BLM
collections beginning this year. BLLM is authorized to keep these receipts under the 1998 National Defense Authorization Act and to seek
appropriation of these funds for environmental restoration of the NOSR 1 and 3 properties, which were transferred to BLM in 1998.
