What images are included on this DVD?

This DVD contains scanned images of the “plats” for the Cadastral Surveys of the State of Arizona.  The official record of a Cadastral Survey ordinarily consists of a “plat” and a written description of the field work, “field notes”.  As of the this date the “field notes” for these surveys are not available in digital format.  Hard copies of the “field notes” can be obtained from the Bureau of Land Management by contacting our Public Room, 602-417-9200.  When requesting “field notes” from the Public Room it is essential to have the following information from the “plat” to expedite  the process:  Township and Range, Name of Surveyor, Date of Survey and Book Number if available.  The Book Number was not added to the early GLO plats but is generally on the top of more recent BLM plats.  An updated DVD, with recently approved plats,  will be available in the months of  March, June, September and December of every year.

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I-) Plat number for each township. generally starting from the earliest survey.
Range direction.
Half Range designation: Range 1 1/2 East would be designated with a 2.
Range number.
