| of the township. They sre very high, steep and rough,

breaking to the west and south, and are a continuation of‘

| the rim of the Grand Canyon of "the Colorado River. A
'1arge dry wash, which might be designated Grape Vine Wash

since it is the head of Grape Vine Canyon, is the main 1
drainage course of the township and drains west and north.
The south western part is worthless, growing only cactus,
yucca trees and & small black brush, probasbly a species of
chaparral brush. 1In the extreme southern part, there is
scattering Jjuniper and pinion timber. The northeastern

part, or the portionllying on the mesa, back from the cliffs,

'is broken and heavy rolling mountains, but there is a very

fair stand of native grass and is good grazing. The north
western part consists of heavy rolling hills of sand and
rocks, covered with yucca trees and cactus, with very little
grass. A road traverses the township east and west. lead-
ing north east from Grass Springs to llew Water and west
to Patterson's Wells.
