The resurvey end,surveg was executed with Buff and Buff
transits Serial Nos. 9987, 9988 -, and W.& L.E.
 Gurley transits Nos. 2350 and 20116.-4ll instruments
constructed in accordance with the standard specificationsg
of the General Land Office. The instruments are equipped
with full vertical circles reading-to single minutes, &and
Smith solar attachments. The instruments were in good
condition, and having been placed-in satisfactory adjust-
ment prior to beginning the survey, and tested and found
free from appreciable error,were approved by the district
cadastral engineer on December 15, 1933,
The direction of the exterior lines were determined by
the solar transit method. The-measurements were made with
Lallie steel tapes 5 chs. in length, graduated every link
-for the first 100 lks. and the halance at intervals of 10
1lks. The tapes were tested by comparison with & Lufkin
standard and found correct. The measurements were made on
the slope, and the vertical angle of each.interval was
ascertained by clinometers in good .ad justment; the
.horizontal equivalents are entered . in the field note
record. . o L
