The timber is paloverde and ironwood, a heavy growth
being along the washes and & medium heavy growth over
the remainder of the area. The undergrowth is greasewood,
sehuars, ocatillo, cholla and cactus.

There is no permanent water supply in the township,
but it is cut up by numerous dry washes.

A secondary road from Gila Bend to the Papago Indian
Reservation enters the township at the NW. corner of
section 6 and extends thru sees. 6,7,8,16,17,21,27 and
28, leaving the township on the S. bdy. of sec. 34.

Fo settlers reside in the area, and no evidence of any
minerel deposits of any value were noted. There weng,
however, a few c¢laims, that had been staked out, but
spparently not filed on, or patented. '

There is sufficient buneh grass for limited cattle
grazing in the township.

The observed magnetic declination was 14°20'E.
