General Description.

Te 23 Noy, Re 3 E. is located entirely in the Kaibabd
National Forest. The land in this township is mostly
rolling. There are several mountains in the northeast
part, and high spurs in the southeast part, which d$lope
westerly from Sitgreaves Mountain which is located in the
township to the E. The mean elevation of the township is
about 7000 ft. above ses level.

The soil on the mountainous and rolling land is rocky
and gravelly of 3rd rate. In Red Lake Valley in the south-
west part of the township &nd in the little valleys along
dr=ws in the central and south-central part, the soil is
volcanic ash and sandy loam of 1lst and 2nd rutes.

There is a scattered growth of pine, juniper and pinyon
timber throughout the entire township, with a dense
growth of the same variety of timber in the mountainous
areas. .

The lands in Red Lake Valley and the small valleys drain-
ing into it are privately owned and are under cultivation,
- in the production of beans and small grain. Other private-
. ly owned lands which are under cultivation are located

¢ , stand of native grass and is used for sheep and cattle

- grazing during the Summer months. There were no springs
v observed within the township during the survey. Vater for
stock is furnished by numerous earth reservoirs whiech have
been constructed by the . S. Forest Service along the
draws and washes; the largest of these being Boulin Tank
which is located in the Wi, - and the NW. -~ of sece. 1ll. A
ditch approximately 1i mile long has been consiructed in
S€cs. 11 and 13 to catch the run off water from the moun-
tains to the east, for this reservoir.

A graded and surfaced county road enters the township on
the W. bdy. at the cor. of secs. 19, 24, 25 and 30 and
traverses bet. secs. 19 and 30, and thru seecs, 20, 29, 21,
22, 23, 14 and 13, leaving the township about 13 chs. N.
of the i sec. cor. of secs. 1% and 18. There are numerous
secondary roads throushout the township and several U. S,
Forest Service Fire roads traverse the high spurs of
Sitgreaves Mountezin in secs. 25, 20, 35 and 30.

No indications of mineral were observed in the township
during the progress of the survey.
