The south boundary was surveyed in 1904 by Campbell
and Oakes. The east boundary was surveyed in 1904 by
C., L, Campbell. The west boundary was surveyed in
1919 by S, E, Blout. Exchange Survey No. 680 in
sections 33 and 34 was surveyed in 1956 by Charles C.
Doak, U, S. Forest Service, and was cancelled by
memorandum from the Director, dated June 15, 1967.
The north boundary of section 3, Township 10 North,
Range 10 East, was concurrently resurveyed under
Group 480 and again resurveyed under this group when
a double set of corners were necessary. The field
notes thereof are included under Township 11 North,
Range 10 East.

The following notes are those of a dependent resurvey
of the south boundary and a portion of the east
boundary, designed to restore the corners in their
true original location according to the best available
evidence, and the survey of a portion of the subdivi-
sional lines, and survey of Tract 37, section 34,
Township 11 North, Range 10 East, Gila and Salt River
Meridian, Arizona.

This survey was executed in accordance with the
specifications as set forth in the Manual of Surveying
Instructions, 1947, the Special Instructions dated
June 29, 1967, and the Amended Supplemental Special
Instructions dated April 30, 1968.

Only the true line bearings and horizontal distances
for the surveyed lines are given in these field notes.
Unless described, each corner was monumented with a
standard iron post, 30 inches long, 2% inches
diameter, flanged at the base, and with a brass cap
riveted to the top.

The geographic position of the southeast cornmer of
the township is: Latitude, 34°14'46.76'"North, and
Longitude, 111°16'21.9" West, as determined by
calculation from U,S,.C,&G,S, triangulation station
"Huston" located in section 23 of the township.

The mean magnetic declination was found to be 13%° East.

The elevation ranges from about 5300 ft. above sea
level in the northern part of section 36 to 4700 ft.
in the southeast portion of section 36. The land is
rolling except for the mountains in the northeast
part of section 30. The soil is gravel loam and the
timber consists of pine, juniper and oak. The pine
is in sections 33 through 36, with cedar and juniper
predominant in the remainder. The oak is scattered
throughout.
