The following field notes are those of the dependent
resurvey of portions of the north, south and west
boundaries and subdivisional lines and the survey of
subdivisions in sections 6, 8, 17, 18, 20, 21, 22, 27, 29
and 30, Township 4 South, Range 4 West, Gila and Salt
River Meridian, Arizona.

The survey was executed in accordance with specifications
set forth in the Manual of Surveying Instructions, 1973,
and the Special Instructions for Group No. 601, Arizona,
dated January 6, 1978.

The direction of the lines of this survey was determined
by altitude observations on the sun and refer to the true
meridian.

Prior to restoration of any corners, all necessary lines
of the original survey were retraced and diligent search
was made for any evidence of the original monuments and
other calls of the official record. Lost corners were
reestablished at proportionate positions, but not until
exhausting every reasonable possibility of finding direct
evidence of the control of each corner.

The geographic position of the southeast corner of the
township, as scaled from U.S. Geological Survey
Quadrangle Map, "Cotton Center SE, Arizona,” prepared in
1973 is as follows:

Latitude 33°01.7' N. Longitude 112°36.8' W.
