The survey was executed in accordance with specifica-
tions as set forth in the Manual of Surveying Instru—
ctions, 1973, and the special instructions dated May
27, 1981, and supplemental special instructions dated
December 16, 1983, for Group No. 623, Arizona.

The directions of lines were determined by direct solar
observations and refer to the true meridian. Angles
and distances were measured electronically using a
Hewlett Packard 3820 Total Station instrument.

Preliminary to the resurvey the lines of prior official
surveys were retraced and search was made for all
corners and other calls of the record. Identified
corners were remonumented in their original positions;
lost corners were restored and monumented at propor-
tionate positions based on the official record. The
retracement data were thoroughly verified and only the
true line field notes are given herein.
