

Rec_File.xlxs
The Rec_File.xlxs is an Excel Spreadsheet with fields taken from the legacy Rec_File.Lis, a Text document compiled in the mid to late 1980’s from the Index pages from the Fieldnote Micro Fiche maintained by the Denver Records Center ending in about 1995.
Although Survey Plats and Field Notes are products of the same survey, Plats and Notes are filed in the State Office under two separate systems.  Plats are filed in Plat Books by Township and Range.  Fieldnotes are given sequential Book Numbers as surveys are approved and filed under the Book Number.  Prior to 1986 corresponding Book Numbers were not included on the Plats.  Since BLM has moved away from Micro Fiche to a digital environment for hosting plats and notes, relating Survey Plats to the corresponding Fieldnotes for surveys prior to 1986 is problematic.
The spreadsheet was compiled to assist persons interested in obtaining copies of scanned field notes from the BLM.AZ web site.
Field Notes have presently been scanned back to R2342 which was completed in 1911.  Our scanning project is ongoing determined by funding and staff availability. As additional notes are scanned they will be posted to the web page.  Copies of Fieldnotes not yet scanned can be obtained from the Arizona State Office Public Room.

Township and Range Fields
The first digit is only a place holder and will always be 0.  The second and third digits represent the Township or Range Number.  The fourth digit is used to designate 1/2 Township and Range and will be 2 if it is a 1/2 Township or Range, otherwise it will be 0.
Examples:
Township 2 South, Range 13 East        designated 0020S  0130E
Township 15 1/2 North, Range 4 West    designated 0152N  0040W
