Road Closure Due to Culvert Replacement
 
Roseburg, Ore. – The Roseburg District, Bureau of Land Management will close road 29-8-1.0, 
known as Berry Creek Road on September 7, 2016. The road will be closed for the duration of the 
day. 

The Berry Creek Road is located 6 miles southwest of Lookingglass, Oregon. 

During the culvert replacement, the road will be impassable to traffic. The public is advised to 
seek alternate routes during this time.
