Dear Sir:



The Steamboaters is a conservation- minded organization  orientated toward fishery and water quality issues on the North Umpqua River.  We are responding to the scoping process related to the upcoming revision of the Resource Management Plan, specifically the questions  related to fish habitat and providing clean water.



Generally we are opposed to opening old growth reserves, roadless areas, and previously-established riparian buffers to new logging.  Riparian protection areas on fish-bearing and perennial streams should be wide enough to provide  adequate shade and an significant buffer to reduce siltation of adjoining streams.  Cattle grazing along perennial streams should be managed by short rotation grazing systems or by fencing livestock off the water except for specifically located water gaps.  Efforts should be made to reestablish anadromous fish runs  in  streams that historically supported these species.  We would request that the Plan specifically address the impact of the preferred alternative on the Outstanding Remarkable Values of the North Umpqua River segment of the Wild and Scenic River System, specifically water quality, the fishery, cultural  and visual resources. 



We look forward to reviewing  your revised Resource Management Plan when it’s available for public comment.
