As a lifelong Oregonian, and as a member of both a local outdoor recreation club and the Oregon Native Plant Society, I have been observing the use of our public forests for many decades. I believe we suffered a period of over harvesting of our irreplaceable old growth in the 70’s and 80’s for short term profit, and no effort to preserve the remainder should be considered extreme.

I adamantly oppose the WOPR plan, and prefer the “no action” alternative. Instead of resuming the removal of old growth, I encourage the BLM to thin their many overstocked tree plantations, which would generate commercially valuable timber.
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
