Dear United States Bureau of Land Management:

Please do not increase the logging and harvest of national forests/BLM land at this time in Oregon.  The proposal currently on the table is arbitrary and the result of negotiations with timber companies within enough input from the public.  The proposal is too ‘one-size fits all’ and doesn’t go far enough in distinguishing unique areas from one another.

In Oregon, since timber sales and cuts have been more regulated, the industry has had to operate with more sustainable practices – in order to allow our trees and forests to last longer into the future.  A broad-sweeping increase in logging of this amount currently proposed by BLM is far too great and will have a negative impact on the sustainable practices developed here and possibly elsewhere.

At a time in our civilization’s history when it is clearly recognized that forests are crucial to survival of the planet, it seems grossly ill-timed to substantially increase logging of public lands.  Privately-owned forests are already available for harvest which should provide the necessary economic assistance for the industry.   

Please do not sacrifice our national, natural resources – which need to last for future generations of humans, and wildlife, and for the preservation of water quality – when it is so obviously not necessary.
