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1. This comment applies to all alternatives.  BLM land close to the urban-woodland interface should not be harvested, but thinned consistently and logically to generate mature mixed natural woodland.  This woodland will be much more fire resistant than the growth that occurs after re-generational harvesting.  It will provide necessary recreational areas close to the urban population, which will be infinitely more valuable than the return from the 80 year cycle of harvesting.  Fees should be set for recreation purposes to ensure an appropriate financial return greater than the annualized 80 year harvest cycle.



2. This comment applies to all alternatives. No harvests should be authorized in a given timber management area if the financial return does not exceed by at least 10%, the true cost of management of road repair, necessary thinning, and maintenance, and all properly allocated management costs, accrued on a net present value basis over the 80 year harvest cycle.



3. This comment applies to all alternatives. Off-Highway Vehicle use for recreation should be severely limited.  Such use destroys the environment, and is highly incompatible with other recreational uses.  Where such use is authorized, the fees should ensure that the true cost of all damage, including any policing, is fully recovered from OHV users.
