My main interest in the plans revision is the OHV emphasis areas. I believe all 13 emphasis areas should be considered for OHV use and management. All BLM lands should be open unless closed until transportation plans are completed

With the increased sales and use of OHV vehicles more opportunities for this use should be provided. To limit use to small areas would cause over usage and environmental damage to these small areas. I do not believe noise is a pertinent issue any more as education and decibel restrictions have been effective dealing with this issue. Also new vehicles are getting quieter each year. 
We need active management in many areas. The Medford district has been overly lax in maintaining OHV trails in its district and there is no good excuse for that. Many resources are available to the Medford district that has not been used. This appears to be because of some bias against this legal use. I suggest the district use the expert BLM and Forest Service OHV trail personnel that is available when working on the transportation plans.
