The Western Oregon Plan Revision (WOPR) is bad for the future of Oregon.

Old growth forests are not given the protection they need. They are some of the last remaining untouched forests on earth. It is important to save them for future generations to enjoy for recreation, a healthy environment, clean water, wildlife, the economy and spiritual needs. They are some of the oldest living organisms on earth and we should do whatever is in our power to preserve them.
None of the options rely primarily on thinning projects. Thinning projects are the best way to ensure a long term and reliable source of timber. We have enough second growth forest out there to stay busy with thinning projects for many years. We should fully utilize these forests before converting more old growth into plantations.
The three options proposed in the program should be scrapped and another management plan should be used. A plan that focuses on thinning second growth forests and preserving our last remaining old growth.
