Please listen to us, we that care about our forest land particular the old growth forest, our waterways, plants and animals that are sustained by this interconnected system, this is our treasure.  We can’t replace them if we destroy them, they will be gone forever.  
In the last 100 years more than 80% of our old growth trees in the Pacific Northwest have been cut and replanted in tree plantations to be cut in 60-70 years.  The WOPR preferred alternative proposes to reduce by logging the remaining old growth by almost 50%, leaving us with at the most 10% of the original old growth forest.   Is this the legacy we want to leave our future generations?

If you would envision the experience of being in an old growth ancient forest, a new timber clear cut and a tree plantation, in which of these places do you feel the awe, tranquility and a sense of deep connection with nature, the nature that feeds our souls?   You are receiving thousands of comments from Oregonians and others who are speaking for our national forestland in Western Oregon, many organizations and individual are addressing an array of valid concerns in regards to the WOPR, I ask you if you would , if only for a moment, look deep inside your heart and listen to the collectiveness of their message.  Feel their connectedness to our public land, the joy, the peace behind their words and their passion to save not just for themselves but for humanity the treasure of Western Oregon’s National Forests.
