To BLM:

It has been scientifically proven that the destruction of forest habitat (especially rainforest….yes we live in a temperate rainforest) has contributed significantly to world wide climate change. It would be a sin and a crime to see what little remains of Oregon’s ancient forest heritage to be squandered for short sighted financial gains instead of leaving it as a legacy for our children’s children while helping to insure a future of clean water, air and a healthy eco-system for all of us

I’m a documentary filmmaker and have seen first hand from the Amazon to the Yangtze what health, social and environmental problems emerge when the ecosystem is not managed with respect and care for ts  natural systems. We MUST do our part to be accountable for the survival of our fractured eco-systems world wide, starting right here at home. Ultimately our own survival depends on it.
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
