Many of my early working years

were spent in the woods, laying out sales and roads, cruising and

inventorying timber.  I subsequently spent many years designing and building

in residential construction.

Despite my close association with the process of wood extraction and its

end-product utilization, or perhaps because of it, I must say I am alarmed

and dismayed by the changes proposed in the Western Oregon Plan Revisions.

For many reasons, I feel we simply can not go back to the days of

accelerated timber cutting and road building. To me, it  represents an

economic short cut, basically repeating the mistakes of the past.

We now have a much larger population base interfacing with public lands, and

it has become apparent how economically important visual and recreational

resources have become, to say nothing of quality of life for those living

contiguous to these lands. I feel it is vital to preserve what we have left,

and to restore the lands that have already been logged, i.e. with thinning

and wildfire treatments.
