Thank you for this opportunity to comment on the WOPR Draft Environmental Impact Statement.

As I have had no success in using the WOPR website for my comments, I am using this alternative.

My concern is for the Pilot Rock area on the Medford district.

This area has long been used by walkers and personas interested in its unique biological and geographical resources and as a place of spiritual; renewal.  Pilot Rock itself affords wonderful opportunities for photography while the entire area is rich in chances for wildflower appreciation and study.  Striking views of  Shasta Valley can also be enjoyed in this precious place.

The trail system is  adequate for easy access.

My concern is that the WOPR process will result in decisions to keep the area free of motorized use, (except for access to the existing parking place), on or off roads during summer months and  of snowmobile use during winter months  and that no new roads be built in the area. 

I would also request that the area be managed for no timber harvest or mining activities.

This one of the few remaining areas in this part of Southern Oregon and California that has largely survived the impact of human use.  I trust that the Bureau of Land Management will invest the highest level of wisdom in its ultimate fate.
