The WOPR is a whopper indeed-a whopper of a bad idea for many reasons, here a few of great importance to me:
Endangered Species.  WOPR violates the Endangered Species Act, and the Northern Spotted Owl, along with the Marbled Murrelet will suffer if not disappear.

Clean Water. WOPR will threaten the high quality drinking water of Eugene, Corvallis, Salem and other communities.

Salmon. Struggling salmon populations need cool clean water, but WOPR would remove stream buffers that shade streams and keep sediment out.

Wildlife and Plants.  WOPR would reduce habitat for black bear and elk and allow an increase in invasive, harmful non-native plants.

Ancient forests.  Come on People!  When they’re gone, they’re gone forever.  I have met countless visitors to our state (visitors=income) on our forest hiking paths, having come to marvel at our beautiful old growth trees.  They won’t travel here to see stumps.
Wildfire.  Converting moist old growth to dry tree plantations will encourage destructive forest fires.

Quality of life.  Noise, pollution, clearcuts.  Have you ever hiked through a clear cut, or rafted a seemingly pristine river only to be confronted by a scarred and ugly hillside?  Not an attractive picture.
