We are completely opposed to this plan – it is nothing more than a sellout to the timber industry.  If implemented, after a few years, the county will be in the same position it is in now as far as a lack of services and we will have squandered our beautiful natural resources to boot.   The public needs to understand that in order to maintain essential services, they need to be willing to pay for them in the form of taxes just like they do everywhere else in the U. S. instead of relying on the fairytale world of O&C funding.  This plan is not about sustainability but about short term wealth for the extractive industry and developers.  We also do not need more ATVs and ORVs than we already have mucking up the forests.   My husband and I have lived in Josephine County for more than 30 years and have enjoyed the forested areas around our  home and elsewhere in the county as a source of recreation and spiritual renewal.  We have respect and appreciation for the many other life forms inhabiting these forests.  The many friends and relatives that have come to visit enjoy this area for the same reasons we do.  They and we appreciate the relatively untouched qualities and pristine beauty of our forests and enjoy exploring them without the use of destructive motorized vehicles.  We should be looking at the big picture and exploring other ways to fund our county services while protecting and cherishing the natural resources we are so fortunate to have here.
