After assessing the preferred alternative of the Western Oregon Plan Revision, which drastically increases logging in some of the North West’s most environmentally critical and culturally valuable land, I must express my opposition to the proposed change.  At present, I must strongly urge the BLM to take no action, until a more viable and responsible alternative is proposed.  As a long time resident of Roseburg, where I was born and raised, and currently of Corvallis, where I now reside, I recognize the importance of Oregon’s naturally available resources to our economy.  However, it is clear that the irresponsibly large increase in resource extraction that would result from the proposed revision would severely damage our unique Oregon ecosystems (valuable for their ecosystem functions, biodiversity, and cultural importance), while returning an incomparably low economic benefit to most Oregonians.  I have heard of no convincing argument, nor can I can conceive of one, that would make the so-called “preferred alternative” of the Western Oregon Plan Revision a better environmental management plan than current regulations provide.
