Ladies and Gentlemen:


I wish to comment on the Western Oregon Plan Revision.

Although Oregon certainly would benefit in important ways from greater revenue from logging on BLM lands, I urge you to revise the plan so that:

1. We do no more logging of old growth forest.

This is an irreplaceable and magnificent national possession.  We should destroy no more of it for temporary gain, but instead preserve if for our descendents.  The spotted owl and the marbled murrelets need it for habitat, but they are only a part of the great value of these forests.  

2. We preserve all existing tree buffers along rivers and streams.  

They are needed to preserve water quality and, in many of Western Oregon’s rivers and streams, to protect salmon spawning.
