SITE MAP 

From the East (Eugene) 
Take Interstate 5 to Beltline Road to West 11th Avenue.  

Turn right onto West 11th Avenue (Highway OR-126).  

Follow Highway 126 about 29 miles to Siuslaw River 

Road just west of Walton. Turn left on Siuslaw River Road 

and drive another 16 miles to the intersection of BLM Rd. 

19-7-20.1. Turn right on this road. The main entrance to 

the recreation site is located immediately on the right. 

From the West (Florence) 
Take Highway OR-126 east past Mapleton. Follow  

Highway 126 for about 12 miles to Siuslaw River Road. 

Turn right on Siuslaw River Road and drive another 

16 miles to the intersection of BLM Rd. 19-7-20.1. 

Turn right on this road. The main entrance to the 

recreation site is located immediately on the right.
