Dear Teachers: 

It is time to register for next year’s education programs at Yaquina Head Outstanding Natural 
Area. Please read the following registration material carefully, as there are several important 
changes from past years. 

Why Reservations are Needed: 
The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) has a reservation system for scheduling group visits to 
the intertidal area. Our intent is to spread out the visitor use of this fragile habitat by limiting the 
number visiting the intertidal area and maintaining low ranger to student ratios.  

Reservation Information: 
Please plan your visit and book your reservation early. If you are visiting other educational sites 
on this same day, it is strongly recommended that you reserve your education program at 
Yaquina Head first. Our education program calendar is based on the rise and fall of the tides. We 
cannot flex the times of the tidepool programs or lighthouse history programs, as there are only a 
few time slots that would work each day. 

We will begin accepting reservations on Monday, September 17th, 2007. Groups may register 
by email, fax, mail, or phone. Due to busy school schedules, phone contact has been difficult. 
Email is the preferred method, as it allows for a more convenient and rapid response for securing 
reservations. Please read the “Registration Procedures” section for further information.  

Fees: 
All BLM education programs are presented free of charge to educational groups, but reservations 
are mandatory.  

Late Arrival and Cancellation Policy: 
School groups who register for the education programs, but later cancel, deprive others of the 
opportunity to attend the education programs. Please arrive a few minutes before your scheduled 
time, so you can get the maximum time possible at the tidepools. Late arriving groups will not be 
allowed to carry over into the next group’s program time. Late arriving groups will not receive a 
ranger-led program as it takes a full two hours to conduct the education activities. 

Programs Available: 
Ranger-led tidepool programs are offered to 4th, 5th, and 6th grades.  Ranger-led lighthouse 
history programs are offered to 3rd and 4th grades.  The ranger-led programs require a full two 
hours. Self-guided tidepool explorations are offered to any grade level for up to two hours. 
Please read the "Registration Instructions" section for program details.

How Many Students and Chaperones will be Visiting? 
For all of the education programs, a maximum of 35 students is allowed per slot. If you have 
more than 35 students, you need to register for multiple slots. (Ex. 60 students = 35 students in 
TP Slot 1a, and 25 students in TP Slot 1b). We do require 1 chaperone per 5 students (1:5 ratio).

To fill in the dates that you prefer to attend Yaquina Head, please use the program calendar.  
Please select your first, second, third, and fourth choice slot dates and times to help 
accommodate everyone. Please note that all of the tidepool slot dates and times are in 
conjunction with excellent low tide times.
