Schedule Update

Route Inventory
We are working through edits to the 2014 travel route inventory (eastern portion of the field office) that

were identified during internal scoping with the WRFO interdisciplinary team. We are planning to have
the 2014 travel route inventory available for public scoping in mid-March. We plan to complete the travel
route inventory of the remainder of the field office this year and are preparing for the 2015 travel route
inventory by beginning the hiring process for interns.

Travel Management RMP Amendment (Land Use Planning)

Public involvement for the travel management plan amendment will begin with publication of a Notice of
Intent (NOI) in the Federal Register. Our target publication date for the NOI and the start of public
scoping is early May. We have also started pre-scoping public outreach regarding our travel management
planning strategy by meeting with the Moffat County Land Use Board and have extended an offer to
present our strategy to Rio Blanco County as well.

Route-by-Route Travel Management Planning (Implementation Level Planning)
After the WRFO has completed the travel route inventory for the entire field office and amended the
travel management decisions in the 1997 RMP, then we will begin route-by-route planning in fall 2016.
