QUOTA FOR HIGH SEASON DAY USE BOATER PERMITS  

Online permits are required to boat year-round between Service Creek and Tumwater Falls and can only be 
obtained on Recreation.gov. The following table shows the number of High Season Day Use boater permits 
that will be released daily on Recreation.gov. Permits will become available 4 months and 1 month in advance 
of a given High Season launch date (see the High Season Release Schedule).
