1) Ewing, IL — 22295 Sheep Farm Road, Ewing, IL 62864

Directions: The facility is located approximately 20 miles south of Mt. Vernon, IL. Traveling south
on |-57, take Exit 77 for IL-154, and turn east onto IL-154 just briefly. At the stop, turn left (north)
onto IL-37. Go about 1 mile, and turn right (east) onto Ewing Rd. Continue for about 6 miles,
passing through the town of Ewing. Turn left (north) onto Sheep Farm Rd. and travel about 1-1/2
miles. There will be a fence line on the left. At the T-stop, turn left (north) onto Bobtail Rd, then left
again into the facility. Use these coordinates 38.097011,-88.742673.

2) Ocala, FL — Southeastern Livestock Pavilion, 2232 NE Jacksonville Rd., Ocala, FL 34470
Directions: Take US-441 S, continue straight onto US-301 S/US-441 S, continue on NW 28th
St/Baldwin Rd. to NE Jacksonville Rd/Old US Hwy 301, turn left onto NW 28th St/Baldwin Rd., and
turn right onto County Rd 200A. Turn right onto NE Jacksonville Rd/Old US Hwy 301. Destination
is on the right.

3) DeRidder, LA — Beauregard Parish Civic Center, 5515 US-190, DeRidder, LA 70634
Directions: From the south, turn left onto US-171 N, stay on US-171 N, pass by Dairy Queen Grill
& Chill, continue onto Shirley St., Shirley St. turns slightly left and becomes US-190 W/Shirley St.,
continue to follow US-190 W, destination will be on the left.

4) Springfield, OH — The Champions Center Expo, 4122 Laybourne Rd., Springfield, OH 45505
Directions: Stay on I-70 W, take exit 59 for OH-41/S Charleston, continue on Laybourne Rd. to
your destination in Springfield Township, turn right onto Laybourne Rd., turn right. Destination will
be on the left.

Directions: From the north, get on I-65 S in Limestone County from US-72 ALT E, follow I-65 S to
US-31 S/US Hwy 31 in Morgan County. Take exit 318 from 1-65 S, follow US-31 S/US Hwy 31 to
your destination in Cullman County.

7) Carthage, MO — Civil War Ranch, 11838 Civil War Rd.,Carthage, MO 64836
Directions: Take the 149/US71 South, take exit 63 for M toward Missouri N, turn right onto Base
Line Blvd/Hwy M, and turn left onto Civil War Rd.
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8) Chatham, VA — Olde Dominion Agricultural Complex, 19783 US-29, Chatham, VA 24531
Directions: From the north, merge onto US-29 BUS S, use the left lane to take exit 9 for US-29
BUS S toward Danville, continue onto US-29 BUS S/Old Wards Rd., slight right onto Wards Rd.,
continue straight to stay on Wards Rd., pass by Dollar General (on the left in 3.6 mi), continue onto
US-29 S destination will be on the right.

9)Swanzey, NH — Cheshire Fairgrounds, 247 Monadnock Hwy., Swanzey, NH 03446

Directions: Follow NH-119 E and NH-10 N to S Winchester St. in Swanzey, take Eaton Rd. to NH-
32 N, turn left onto NH-32 N, continue on Safford Dr. to your destination, turn right onto Safford Dr.,
turn right to stay on Safford Dr., destination will be on the left.

10) Cassopolis, Ml — Red Horse Ranch, 64247 Library Rd., Cassopolis, MI 49031
Directions: Take M-60 W/South Broadway St. S, turn left on Library Rd.

11) Resaca, GA — Lightning P Arena, 486 County Line Rd., Resaca, GA 30735

Directions: From the south, Follow I-75 N to Gordon County. Take exit 317 from I-75 N, follow GA-
225 N/Chatsworth Rd NE to County Line Rd., turn right onto GA-225 N/Chatsworth Rd. NE, and
turn left onto County Line Rd., continue straight to stay on County Line Rd.

12) Lexington, KY — Kentucky Horse Park, 4089 Iron Works Parkway, Lexington, KY 40511
Directions: http://www.kyhorsepark.com/visit-khp/plan-a-trip/directions/ Please use "4089 Iron
Works Pike" (not "Parkway") as the street address when utilizing GPS and mapping software.
From Louisville, KY-Travel eastbound on Interstate 64 for approximately 70 miles to Interstate 75.
Take Exit 75 northbound towards Cincinnati (merging traffic will join I-75 traffic in the left-hand lane
and will have approximately .5 miles to move to the right-hand lane to get off at Exit 120). At the
top of the exit ramp, turn right and travel eastbound on Iron Works Pike (1973). The park's main
entrance will be on the left in .5 miles and the park's campground entrance will be on the left in .9
miles.

13) Annville, PA — Shale Knoll Arena, 126 Sherk’s Church Rd., Annville, PA 17003

Directions: Traveling North on [-81, take exit 80 (Grantville exit). Go right one mile to the traffic
light. At light go left (22 East) approx. 3 1/2 miles. Go 50 yards past Janie's Place (sub shop - a
little brown building on right). Turn right on Mill Road. At stop sign turn right, then an immediate
left onto Sherk's Church Road. Go 1/3 mile, turn left at Macadam Lane. You will see arena and
hill to park on.

14) Lake Waccamaw, NC — Boys and Girls Home Exhibition Center, 400 Flemington Drive, P.O.
Box 127, Lake Waccamaw, NC 28450

Directions: From Lumberton merge onto US-74 E, follow Chauncey Town Rd. to Flemington Dr. in
Lake Waccamaw, turn right onto Chauncey Town Rd., turn left onto NC-214 E, turn right onto
Flemington Dr., destination will be on the right.

15) Liberty, KY — Central KY AG Expo, 678 S Wallace Wilkinson Blvd., Liberty, KY 42539
Directions: Take US-27 S/Lexington Rd., continue to follow US-27 S, continue onto Lexington St.,
continue on KY-34 W. Take Lexington St. to US-127 S/Hustonville Rd. in Danville, turn right onto
KY-34 W, continue onto State Hwy 2168, turn left toward KY-34 W/Lexington St., continue onto
KY-34 W/Lexington St., turn left onto Wilderness Rd., continue onto Stanford Ave., turn right onto
Martin Luther King Blvd., turn left onto S 2nd St., turn left onto US-127 S/Hustonville Rd.,
destination is on the right.
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16) Windom, MN — Windom Arena, 1480 8th Ave, Windom, MN 56101

Directions: From 90, head north on US-71 N/3rd St. toward W Ashley St., continue to follow US-71
N, turn right to stay on US-71 N, pass by Casey's (on the left in 0.6 mi), turn left onto 13th St, turn
right onto 9th Ave., and the destination will be on the left.

17) Mequon, WI — BLM Facility, 6814 Highland Rd., Mequon, WI 53092

Directions: From Interstate 43, take exit 85 for Mequon Rd. Turn West at the end of the ramp and
then right (North) at the light intersection for Port Washington Rd. Travel 2 miles to the light
intersection for Highland Road and turn left (West). Travel 3.5 miles. The farm drive will be the
first driveway on the north side of the road after you cross the railroad tracks/bike trail. If you use
MapQuest, Google Maps or other GPS, you can use these coordinates as your destination which
will give you directions to the exact location on the property: 43.25267,-87.99444

18) Gulfport, MS — Harrison County Fairgrounds, 15321 County Farm Rd., Gulfport, MS 39503
Directions: From Gulfport, head north on US 49 N/25th Ave toward 14th St., continue to follow US
49 N, pass by Wendy's (on the right in 6.5 mi), turn left onto MS-53 N, turn left onto County Farm
Rd., turn right, turn right, turn left, and destination will be on the left.

19) Lorton, VA — 10406 Gunston Rd, Lorton, VA 22079

Directions: Merge onto 1-95 N, keep right to stay on 1-95 N, take exit 161 to merge onto US-1 N
toward Ft Belvoir/Mt Vernon, follow US-1 N and VA-242 E/VA-600/Gunston Rd to your destination,
merge onto US-1 N, turn right onto VA-242 E/VA-600/Gunston Rd., event will be on the right.
