The Dalton Highway
T he Da lton Highwa y stretches 414 miles
a cross northern Ala ska  from L ivengood (84
miles north of Fa irba nks) to Dea dhorse a nd
the oilfields of Prudhoe Ba y. Built during
construction of the tra ns-Ala ska  oil pipeline
in the 1970s, this mostly gra vel highwa y
tra vels through rolling, forested hills, a cross
the Y ukon R iver a nd Arctic Circle, through
the rugged Brooks R a nge, a nd over the
North S lope to the Arctic Ocea n. Along
most of its length, you'll see no strip ma lls,
no gift shops, no service sta tions— just
forest, tundra , a nd mounta ins, crossed by
a  double ribbon of roa d a nd pipe.
T he Burea u of L a nd Ma na gement (BLM)
ma na ges a  swa th of public la nds a long the
highwa y from the Y ukon R iver to the north
side of the Brooks R a nge. W ithin the
Da lton corridor, the BLM ma inta ins
ca mpgrounds, rest a rea s, interpretive
pa nels a nd the a wa rd-winning Arctic
Intera gency Visitor Center in Coldfoot.

permission. S uction dredging is prohibited
in the Utility Corridor.

Hess Creek Overlook
T his pullout looks over Hess Creek
mea ndering west to meet the Y ukon R iver.

Gobblers Knob
T he pullout here offers a n excellent view
of the Brooks R a nge to the north. To see
the midnight sun on solstice, climb up the
hill to the ea st.

Sukakpak Mountain
A ma ssive wa ll rising to 4,459 feet
(1,338 m) tha t glows in the a fternoon sun,
S uka kpa k Mounta in is a n a we-inspiring
sight. Peculia r ice-cored mounds known
a s pa lsa s punctua te the ground a t the
mounta in’s ba se. “S uka kpa k” is a n Inupia t
Eskimo word mea ning “ma rten dea dfa ll.”
S een from the north, the mounta in
resembles a  ca refully ba la nced log used
to tra p ma rten.

86-Mile Overlook
At MP 86.5, turn west a nd follow a n a ccess
roa d uphill to a n a ctive gra vel pit for a n
excellent view of the Y ukon Fla ts Na tiona l
W ildlife R efuge to the ea st.

60-Mile
L oca ted four miles north of the Y ukon
R iver bridge.

Yukon River Camp
Y ukon R iver Ca mp provides lodging, dining
a nd a ctivities a t the Y ukon R iver Bridge
a long the Da lton Highwa y. T his is a
sea sona l opera tion providing services from
mid-Ma y to la te-S eptember.

Five Mile Campground
Five Mile Ca mpground is a n undeveloped
ca mpground tha t ha s pota ble wa ter a nd a
dump sta tion.

Arctic Circle
Follow the side roa d a  short dista nce to
the Arctic Circle sign a nd viewing deck
with interpretive displa ys. Enjoy your lunch
in the picnic a rea  or drive up the hill to the
undeveloped ca mpground.
T he Arctic Circle is a n ima gina ry line a t
la titude 66° 33’ North, where the sun sta ys
a bove the horizon for one full da y on
summer solstice (J une 21), a nd below the
horizon for one full da y on winter solstice
(December 21).

Here you ca n find a wa rd-winning
interpretive exhibits a nd informa tion on the
region's history, na tura l environment, a nd
recrea tion opportunities. T he center is a
pa rtnership between the Burea u of L a nd
Ma na gement, the U.S . Fish a nd W ildlife
S ervice, a nd the Na tiona l Pa rk S ervice.

Wiseman
Esta blished in 1907 when miners
discovered gold in nea rby Nola n Creek,
the town wa s once a  bustling community.
Ma ny residents toda y subsist by hunting,
tra pping a nd ga rdening.

Marion Creek Campground
Ma rion Creek Ca mpground is five miles
north of Coldfoot. It is a  developed
ca mpground (fee a rea ) a nd a  volunteer
host is on site from Memoria l Da y to L a bor
Da y.

Finger Mountain
S top a t Finger Mounta in to ta ke in the
pa nora mic views, explore the a lpine tundra
a nd stroll the ha lf-mile interpretive tra il.

How long does it take to make the trip?
Much depends on wea ther, roa d conditions,
roa d construction a nd your own interests.
T he round trip to Prudhoe Ba y a nd ba ck
dema nds a t lea st 4 da ys. Under good
conditions, here a re stra ight driving times
from Fa irba nks to:

T he origina l gold rush town of Coldfoot
wa s loca ted on the Middle Fork of the
Koyukuk R iver nea r the mouth of S la te
Creek. It got its na me in 1900 when ea rly
prospectors reportedly got “cold feet” a nd
left before winter set in.

Grayling Lake
An a ncient gla cier ca rved this U-sha ped
va lley a nd left a  sha llow la ke. Moose feed
on the nutrient-rich a qua tic pla nts in
summer. Cha rcoa l, stone scra pers, a nd
other a rtifa cts found nea rby indica te tha t
Na tive hunters used this lookout for
thousa nds of yea rs.

Yukon Contact Station
T his BLM conta ct sta tion is loca ted a t the
Y ukon R iver, Da lton Highwa y milepost 56.
To rea ch it, cross under the tra ns-Ala ska
pipeline a t the north end of the Y ukon
R iver Bridge. T he conta ct sta tion is open
da ily from 9 a .m. to 6 p.m. from la te Ma y
to S eptember a nd is sta ffed by friendly
BLM volunteers. A short wa lking tra il lea ds
to viewing decks overlooking the Y ukon
R iver.
