The uppe-mostsection of Clear Creek starts & the NEED Camp bridge, about o miles béow Whiskeytown Dam in Whiskeytown Nationd Recreation Areaand ends & the Placer Street
high bridge over Clea Cresk. This 5.5 nil e section is very remote, rugged, and undeelopedcanyon with several classlV rapidsand oneclass \ rapid. All theserapids can be smuted or
portaged with some dfficulty.

From Racer Street two miles dow to the Clear Creek Road bridge at Horsdown ear Creek Reserve, thecreek is eaier and therapids anly reach a difficulty of dassllI+. This sction is
also ramote and itwould bevery difficult to hike out of ths seepwalled canyon.

Thesetwo uppe runs @n bedonewith flows dovn to déout 200c$. Theuppe flow limit is dgoendent on teskill levd of theindividud boager.

Thetwo mie sestion, from Clear Cresk Road bridge down to jug abovethe Ckar Crek “ Saeltzer” Gorge, is farly mild with dassl rapids. Be sure to take out where Clear CreekRoad nears
the creek immediately before the seep rocky, dangerous Class VI gorge.

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO PADDLE OR FLOAT THIS UNRUNNABL E GORGE!

Just davnstream from the Salmon Viewing Platform theeis an &cess tail to the creek. From here down to Hidhway 273, itis a6-mile float characterized by thick creekside veyetation,
abundant wildlife and sane dassl rapids. The ACID cand siphons undethe aeek bdow China Gardens and running it mayrequire more than d¢assl skils. Thee is a ocky rapid at the
Highway 273 bidge, which may reach dassll| in difficulty, depending on the flow.
