Herd Management Areas Idaho
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Herd Management Areas (HMA) may be
established in those Herd Areas, within

which wild horses and burros can be managed
for the long-term. HMAs are designated through
the Land Use Planning process for the
maintenance of wild horse and burro herds.
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BLM Field Offices are responsible for the determination of herd area and herd management area boundaries.
