Executive Summary

The Bureau of Land Management (BLM), consistent with its authorities and responsibilities under the
Federal Land Policy and Management Act of 1976 (FLPMA) is charged with managing public lands in a
manner that will “protect the quality of scientific, scenic, historical, ecological, environmental, air and
atmospheric, water resource, and archaeological values” and “that will provide for outdoor recreation and
human occupancy and use.”

Directly related to these responsibilities, the BLM also has specific responsibilities and authorities under
the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended (NHPA) to protect and enhance historic
properties and to consider how agency approved actions and programs may affect historic properties.
Such actions and programs include, but are not limited to, Federal mineral resource exploration and
extraction, rights-of-ways approvals, range improvements, prescribed fires, and vegetation treatments.

The national Programmatic Agreement and Idaho State Protocol Agreement:

To further its abilities to meet the goals of the FLPMA and the NHPA, the BLM has developed policies
and procedures for implementing its responsibilities under the NHPA through a national Programmatic
Agreement (nPA) between the BLM, the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, and the National
Conference of State Historic Preservation Officers (2012). In describing how Idaho BLM will meet these
responsibilities and how the ldaho State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) and Idaho BLM will
interact and cooperate under the nPA, and pursuant to the nPA, the Idaho BLM and the Idaho SHPO
developed a revised State Protocol Agreement in 2014 (SPA).

The SPA outlines specific procedures and guidelines for implementing BLM’s responsibilities in
consideration of cultural resources under the nPA and NHPA. The intent of the SPA is to foster a
meaningful and productive partnership to enhance protection and management of cultural resources under
BLM’s jurisdiction. This report fulfills Stipulation I1.C. of the SPA for FY17 and details BLM’s Section
110 and Section 106 activities during the fiscal year.

Inventory Overview

BLM Idaho has experienced several changes in cultural resources personnel over the past two years
which resulted in vacancies in the Shoshone, Burley, and Challis Field Offices. All field office positions
are now filled and although the State Office NEPA Permit Renewal Team position was not re-filled a new
position in the State Office with a focus on sage-grouse and other special projects was filled by a former
Boise and Vale District Archaeologist.

During Fiscal Year 2017 (FY17), the BLM reported on 346 undertakings, involving Class 11 inventories
and exempt undertakings. This encompassed over 87,925 acres of inventory of surface lands managed by
the BLM and 390 acres of non-BLM administered (e.qg., split estate) lands for Section 106 undertakings
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compliance work (Table 1). This year 5,839 acres of public lands were also inventoried as a result of

compliance with Section 110 of the NHPA.

Cultural resource inventories reported on in FY17 resulted in the identification of 597* cultural sites of
which 199 were determined to be historic properties eligible for listing in the National Register of

Historic Places (NRHP); 347* properties were evaluated as ineligible for the NRHP; and 51 properties
require further data for NRHP evaluation (Table 1).

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A. Major Highlights

Outreach and Partnership Overview

While Section 106 activities dominate Field Office workloads, staff archaeologists make a concerted
effort to accomplish Section 110, public outreach and preservation, initiatives. The Idaho Cultural
Heritage Program had a very productive year in implementation of various program initiatives including
youth initiatives, inventory and recordation, analyses and stabilization of significant resources,
cooperative efforts with Universities and partners and Native American consultation. Some key
accomplishments include our on-going long-term partnership with Oregon State University at the
Cooper’s Ferry prehistoric/Paleo-Indian site along the Salmon River as well as efforts to stabilize Canyon
Creek Station, along the Oregon Trail, and the ongoing stabilization of the Fisher Bottom property that
contains the Vardis Fisher family homestead.

During FY 2017, Idaho BLM accomplished 21 cultural heritage outreach events and products, engaging
over 2,629 people. Events included field tours, elementary school presentations, participation in ldaho
Archaeology and Historic Preservation month, enhancing BLM websites with heritage information,
constructing information kiosks and interpretive signs and trails, partnerships and research. This was a
good year for public outreach due in part, to our many partners and public demand for presentations on
cultural heritage, and most importantly our cultural staff’s commitment and dedication. Events hosted by
Field Offices are described below. It was a productive year for site monitoring too. ldaho monitored 419
sites with protection measures put in-place at 21 properties.

State Highlights in Partnerships and Section 110

Idaho Archaeology and Historic Preservation Month

Idaho State Office provides yearly funding ($3,000) through an
Assistance Agreement to support Idaho Archaeology and Historic
Preservation Month, and is the primary sponsor of the event. The Idaho
State Office archaeologist and five Field Office archaeologists
participated in events and presentations.

Burley Field Office: On May 13th 2017, the Burley Field Office
archaeologist participated in Idaho Archaeology Day, as part of Idaho
Archaeology Month, located at the Idaho State Historic Preservation
Office. The Burley Field office archaeologist helped lead the Atlatl
station. Approximately 130 children and parents participated at the
Atlatl station and listened to the interpretive talk titled “The Atlatl:
Paleoindian Rocket Science.”

Challis Field Office: The CFO archaeologist participated in the Idaho Department of Parks and
Recreation, Land of the Yankee Fork Interpretive Center, Idaho Archaeology Month event. The theme
this year was “Adventures in Preservation” and 97 fourth grade students learned about ceramic artifact
identification and analysis techniques.
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Four Rivers Field Office: In 2017, the Four Rivers Field Office (FRFO) archaeologist, Dean Shaw,
celebrated the month by sharing his Fur Trade Era artifact replicas and Stone Age replicas that he creates.
Dean partnered with the Canyon County Parks and Recreation Department at their archaeological park
located on the Snake River for three Saturdays in May. On the fourth Saturday, Dean partnered with the
Idaho State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) and the Idaho Archaeological Society (I1AS) to display
his replicas at an “Archaeological Fair” in downtown Boise on the lawn surrounding the historic SHPO
building.

Jarbidge Field Office: On May 4", 2017, Valley Middle School had a field trip to our Sand Point ACEC
with around 40 eighth graders being introduced to paleontological resources. A presentation was
provided by the Field Office archaeologist on the bus trip into the Sand Point ACEC, providing and
overview of the South Alternate of the Oregon Trail. This presentation focused on the Oregon Trail,
cultural resources and paleontological resources.

Shoshone Field Office: Shoshone Field Office Archaeologist volunteered and participated in
Archaeology Day at the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office in May as part of Archaeology Month.
This included helping and supervising participants, mainly children, as they conducted mock
archaeological activities, including excavation, flint knapping, survey, and examining prehistoric and
historic artifacts.

Four Rivers Field Office and Idaho State Office: Canyon Creek Station

On October 22, 2015, the Stanley and Mildred Norstebon Family Trust donated a 1 acre parcel, holding
the Canyon Creek Station, to the Bureau of Land Management to manage the site in perpetuity for its
historic values. In a ceremony on site on October 29, BLM state director Timothy Murphy received the
title from the Norstebon family. Many partners were involved in making the donation possible, including
the Family, BLM, Idaho Heritage Trust (IHT) the Idaho Oregon-California Trails Association (IOCTA)
and the National Park Service (NPS).
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The family’s goal has been to restore the stage stop to its
original state, but they soon recognized that community
involvement would be necessary to realize this dream.
To that end, and through commitment and vision, the
family in cooperation with the IHT reached out to the
BLM in 2013 on the possibility of gifting the site to the P ) _ S\ :

Stabilization and Restoration Efforts at Canyon Creek

The Norstebon family had undertaken efforts to
preserve the station, to eliminate brush and weeds in
the vicinity of the structure, and two IHT grants were
secured in 2012 and 2014 to begin initial planning,
stabilization and restoration at the site. These funds
were significantly enhanced by funding from IOCTA.

Soon after acquisition, BLM began planning
stabilization and restoration efforts began in the
summer of 2016 based on plans and drawings created f e e
by IHT historical architect Frederick Walters.

Canyon Creek Station is enjoyed and valued as being only one of
two remaining stage stops on the Oregon Trail, Kelton Road and
Overland Stage system. It remains a valuable piece of the fabric of
Idaho’s and the nation’s history of early travelers, freighters and
stage services. The Station is recognized in the NPS comprehensive
plan for the Oregon Trail as a high potential site for its importance
to convey and interpret early historic travel in the region and along
the Oregon Trail. The site is eligible for listing on the National
Register of Historic Places. Being located on a County road, access
is perfect for interpretation and public use.

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Cottonwood Field Office, Salmon River Archaeology Partnership with

Oregon State University: Cooper’s Ferry Project

The Cooper’s Ferry archeological site is proving to be one of the most significant sites in the Far West
and for Idaho BLM. This project began in 2009 with Dr. Loren Davis, Oregon State University (OSU),
based upon testing completed in 1997 that revealed a storage/cache pit with four Western Stemmed
Projectile Points and a lithic tool kit with dates of 11,370 and 11,410 radiocarbon years. When these
dates are calibrated to calendar years they are an amazing 13,000 calendar years old, cotemporaneous
with early Clovis. The project is credited with making a significant contribution to the analytical
procedures required to successfully understand the story of the past held in important archaeological sites
and as is a model for promoting public, tribal, and scientific involvement.

Fieldwork in 2017 again resulted in numerous new features discovered across the site. Many of the newly
discovered features are pits. Although clearly outlined in the excavation unit floors by a change in soil
color some of the features had been emptied with virtually no artifacts while others had cultural materials.
For example, Western Stemmed Projectile Points, and a mandible of either a porcupine or beaver was
found in one pit along with other small fragments of bone and debitage. A fire hearth was discovered that
is one meter in diameter in 2015 and excavation completed 2017. High density of debitage was found in
organically rich soil. A large basalt chopping tool was found in the fire hearth. The perimeter of the
hearth has a white ring of calcified material around the hearth. Also, near the fire hearth an additional
feature is in the process of being excavated that may be part of a structure. It contains basalt flakes and
cores, mussel shell, CCS flakes, and burned soil. If this were indeed a house structure then it would date
to at least 8,000 years old, if not older, making it one of the oldest in the Pacific Northwest. Excavation is
on-going.This project exemplifies one of the high value multiple resources the BLM manages. Tribal and
public involvement is incorporated into the project. The Cooper’s Ferry project has placed the BLM in
the national public and professional community spotlight. The national significance of this cultural
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resource and this project is remarkable. The project is being completed under an assistance agreement
between BLM and Oregon State University. In the past CCS funds were available, however, in 2017 no
CCS funds were available so MLR funds were secured to partially fund the project.

Cooper’s Ferry is not only providing an exceptional artifact assemblage but also revealing never seen
ancient patterns of human behavior exemplified by the variety of astonishing pit features from this little
known time period. Dr. Ken Ames, Professor Emeritus, Portland State University, who is a recognized
expert in Plateau archeology, summed it up best by stating “My impressions of this is this is an
exceptional site and it is an exceptional excavation, it is going to be the Flagship site for this time period
probably for the next generation .....”

In addition, a Nez Perce tribal intern participated for the duration of the eight week project and
contributed to all facets of the excavation so that he could learn techniques on a complex archeological
site. The tribal intern was made possible through 1050 funding and a separate agreement between BLM
and the Nez Perce Tribe that was initiated in 2016.

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B. Other Accomplishments

1. National Programmatic Agreement implementation and State Protocol
Revisions

To further its abilities to meet the goals of the FLPMA and the NHPA, the BLM has developed policies
and procedures for implementing its responsibilities under the NHPA through a national Programmatic
Agreement (nPA) between the BLM, the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, and the National
Conference of State Historic Preservation Officers (2012). In describing how Idaho BLM will meet these
responsibilities and how the ldaho State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) and Idaho BLM will
interact and cooperate under the nPA, and pursuant to the nPA, the Idaho BLM and the Idaho SHPO
revised the State Protocol Agreement in 2014 (SPA).

The SPA outlines specific procedures and guidelines for implementing BLM’s responsibilities in
consideration of cultural resources under the nPA and NHPA. The intent of the SPA is to foster a
meaningful and productive partnership to enhance protection and management of cultural resources under
BLM’s jurisdiction. The SPA is functioning well and an addendum is being prepared and considered for
addition by the end of FY18 to programmatically address Vegetation Management Actions in preparation
for sage grouse, FIAT and fuels projects.

2. National Historic Preservation Act Section 106 Compliance

Section 106 actions require significant attention by the cultural heritage program as illustrated by Table 1
and in Appendices D(1) and D(2). Focal part of each Field Office work day is to address the high volume
of undertakings in the state. With only 11 Field Office archaeologists they shared an average of 31
undertakings, 7993 BLM acres inventoried, and 35 non-BLM acres per Field Office this year. An
average of 54 new sites was recorded.

3. Section 110 Activities and Partnership Projects

Section 110 activities are supported by 1050 directed funds and as allocated by Congress to
complete Section 110 components of the Cultural Heritage program. The Idaho BLM engages in
a number of Section 110 activities, both internally and with partners. These are discussed in
Tables 2-5 and accompanying text.

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4. Stabilization, rehabilitation, and other preservation activities

Burley Field Office: Milner Historic Recreation Area — National Historic Trails

The Burley Field Office provided the Milner Historic Recreation Area with infrastructure improvement
funding for the 2017 fiscal year. BPS funds were utilized to provide engineering solutions to proposed
access improvements within the Historic Recreation Area. A proposed parking lot and boat ramp will
allow recreationalists to access the Snake River, east of Milner Dam. Additionally, new interpretive
signage is being developed and will be established in 2018’s fiscal year. The Burley Field Office
Archaeologist is currently working on a self-guided interpretive pamphlet to improve visibility of the
historic character of the Milner Oregon Trail ruts. The increase in visitation due to the recreation access
and infrastructure improvements, coupled with refreshed interpretive signage and activities, is predicted
to be a benefit for the public through the Milner Historic Recreation Area in the coming fiscal years.

Four Rivers Field Office: (also see Section A. above for Canyon Creek Station)

In addition to work at Canyon Creek Station, in 2017, coordinated efforts were made to start the process
to stabilize the rock walls of the Wees Bar Stone Cabin. The site form was updated. Project Planning and
addressing the logistics to contract an architectural historian and a qualified mason continues.

Pocatello Field Office: Indian Rocks ACEC Site Protection

The Pocatello Field Office received funding to build fences to protect archaeological sites within the
Indian Rocks Area of Environmental Concern (ACEC). During FY17 the field office constructed a fence
to protect one petroglyph site within the ACEC. The field office also purchased fencing material to build
a fence that will protect 7 more sites. The cadastral survey is being completed prior to this fence being
constructed to insure the fence is appropriately placed and built along the administrative boundary line.

Salmon Field Office: Historic “Ragtown” — Stabilization of Structures and Cabins
FY 2017 will mark the final year of successful on-
going intra-agency accomplishments between the
BLM, Salmon Field Office and the National Park
Service, North Cascades Preservation Team in
stabilizing framed and log buildings on public land at
historic “Ragtown.” “Ragtown” was a semi-
autonomous neighborhood occupied by itinerant miners
and families down on their luck within historic
Gilmore, an early-1900’s mining boom town in the
Upper Lemhi Valley of East-Central Idaho. NPS

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Upper Snake Field Office: Fisher Bottom Loafing Shed Re-roof Completed

The beginning of FY17 saw the completion of the Fisher Bottom Ranch complex Loafing Shed re-roof
project. Members of the field office staff and fire program aided in the removal of the old roof and
installation of new cedar shingles, matching the historic fabric, to help protect the building from the
elements. The stabilization of the building’s frame was completed in 2014 through a partnership with the
Pacific Northwest Preservation Field School.

5. Identification, recordation, and evaluation of heritage resources

Proactive Inventory
Pursuant to the Annual Work Plan each field office is expected to complete 100 acres of proactive
inventory per year. Proactive inventory and monitoring highlights are provided below.

Bruneau Field Office

Boise State University Graduate Intern, Joseph Hall-Holton conducted a 10% random sample survey of
30 acres, monitoring and GPS documentation of the Shoofly Rock Alignments, 100E2256 and associated
site 100E3542. The Shoofly Rock Alignments were utilized as a communal hunting area to capture
antelope.

Burley Field Office: To date, the BFO has completed 85 acres of Section 110 survey. Of which, 61 acres
was related to attempts to locate the correct alignment of Hudspeth's Cutoff. Additionally, 24 acres were
surveyed around the Smoky Mountain Campground.

Coeur d’ Alene District

The Coeur d’Alene District, Cottonwood Field Office, completed 102 acres of proactive cultural resource
inventory. The inventory was completed in the Little Salmon River drainage on the ridge lines of Little
Elk Creek. This area has virtually no inventories completed in the past. No cultural resources were
located during the inventory. The terrain is a mix of forest, brush, and grasslands.
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Four Rivers Field Office
The FO conducted 145 acres of Section 110 inventory and recorded 4 sites as a result.

Jarbidge Field Office

In 2017 the Jarbidge FO will conduct proactive archaeological inventories on 1600 acres as a result of
funding through BPS-2826. The survey areas were scattered throughout the southern part of the Jarbidge
Field Office covering the Jarbidge foothills. The information from these studies increases our
understanding of the nature and condition of archaeological sites in previously un-inventoried areas. This
was accomplished under a contract with Logan Simpson Design.

Owyhee Field Office

Cultural Program Proactive Inventory and Site Monitoring — Approximately 85 acres were inventoried
toward fulfillment of Section 110 of the NHPA, with additional areas planned for completion prior to
October 1, 2017. The inventory resulted in the identification of cultural resources that had not been
previously recorded.

Salmon Field Office

A somewhat slow year in terms of Section 106 compliance needs in the Salmon Field Office afforded the
archaeologist an opportunity to conduct proactive survey in areas of the Field Office in need of further
inventory and understanding. The investigations also entailed revisiting, updating, and assessing the
conditions of several prehistoric and historic properties documented decades ago. Most of the work was
focused on public lands managed by the Field Office in the Upper Birch Creek valley of East-Central
Idaho, including the Headwaters Springs of Birch Creek (“Birch Creek Fen”) and along the eastern flanks
of the valley in principle tributaries draining the Bitterroot Range and Continental Divide. Other survey
was conducted in the Mill Creek drainage in the central portion of Lemhi Valley. As a result 200 acres of
proactive inventory was completed.

Shoshone Field Office

Targets set for the Shoshone Field Office included 100 acres of Section 110 pedestrian survey and the
monitoring of 15 archaeological sites. In an effort to meet these goals, 39 acres of survey was completed
around the Camas Creek and Mormon Reservoir area. This area was targeted after several staff in the
field office noted artifacts in the area and communicated this with the field office archeologist. As a
result of this survey, three new archaeological sites were recorded. Additionally, 59 acres of survey was
completed along dozer lines prior to rehabilitation efforts as part of the Mammoth Cave fire. Dozer lines
that were targeted were in areas that were not previously surveyed or had a high likelihood of impacting a
known resource. As a result of these surveys, no archaeological sites were impacted and no new
archaeological resources were discovered. Currently a total of 98 acres have been surveyed across the
Shoshone Field Office.

Craters of the Moon National Monument and Preserve:

Targets for the Craters of the Moon included 50 acres of non-Section 106 driven pedestrian survey and
the monitoring of 5 archaeological sites. In an effort to coordinate survey efforts with 3D LIDAR
mapping of two cave resources, 77 acres were surveyed in the vicinity of Scaredy Cat Cave (10MA143),
located southwest of Bear Den Butte within Craters of the Moon. As a result of this survey, two isolated
finds were recorded. Additionally, four other previously recorded archaeological sites were monitored in
the vicinity of Scaredy Cat Cave. One other site, Bison Knee Cave, was the second cave resource that
was mapped using the LIDAR technology, however, due to time and logistics, there was no additional
survey completed in the vicinity of this site.
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Upper Snake Field Office
The Field Office complete 3,750 acres of proactive inventory under a partnership with Utah State
University. See Section 6 below.

6. Monitoring and site stewardship

Monitoring is a key component of the Idaho 1050 cultural heritage program and over 419 sites were
monitored and 21 sites were protected by administrative actions, stabilization or signing. Field Office
specifics are provided below.

Burley

Hudspeth's Cutoff was revisited to find the correct alignment of a previously misaligned route. In the
process, BFO staff discovered 5 cultural resources attributable to the cutoff as well as the remains of old
fence line (and other associated artifacts) on the previously misaligned route. Additionally, site
assessment and monitoring was conducted at seven historic properties around the Smoky Mountain
Campground.

Cottonwood Field Office: Lower Salmon River Monitoring

A one-time add on project was initiated in 2017 to gather monitoring information on sites along the
Lower Salmon River. This will assist in monitoring of eligible and suitable WSRs to assure protection of
outstanding remarkable values, one of which is cultural resources. These sites are part of the Lower
Salmon River Area of Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC) and are contributing properties to the
listed Lower Salmon River National Register of Historic Places District.

Site visits have been made to many sites that
have not been examined since the 1980s and
1990s. Fortunately, many of the sites are still in
good condition and we are finding most impacts
are occurring because of human caused
activities. Site condition has been documented
on 90 sites.

Continued monitoring provides information on
site condition and indicates long-term trends in
condition. This information provides data for
making management decisions regarding site
stabilization or changes in management such as
limiting camping, etc. This information
provides for proactive management under
section 110 of the National Historic
Preservation Act and the Idaho State Protocol
with the State Historic Preservation Office as
well as implementing actions in the Cottonwood
RMP.

Monitoring along the Salmon River in 2017.

Four Rivers Field Office
The FO monitored 10 sites during the FY. Twelve miles of the Oregon Trail were walked to monitor trail
tread condition.
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Jarbidge Field Office

Jarbidge Field Office has completed the monitoring of 35 sites. Among the 35 sites, 15 were recorded
intensively by updating new information on the sites. The other 20 sites have updated monitoring forms
resulting in current information regarding site trend, site condition, and site impacts. Oregon National
Historic Trail: Over 10 miles of Oregon Trail were monitored in the Jarbidge FO in FY17. In addition to
recording existing conditions, the office replaced 2 damaged trail markers on the Oregon Trail and 2
damaged trail markers on the Toana Freight Wagon Road.

Owyhee Field Office

Seventeen sites were revisited and monitored. One site had not been visited in over 40 years, six sites had
been visited post fire in 2015 (100E11184, 100E11493, 100E11494, 100E11495, 100E11496,
100E11497), two sites had been visited in 2014 (100E1178, 100E11234), and one in 2013
(100E11254).

Shoshone Field Office

Currently, a total of 16 archaeological sites have been monitored and/or updated within the Shoshone
Field Office for fiscal year 2017. These sites were either ones that were adjacent to or in the vicinity of
projects, and were not necessarily directly impacted by a project, and/or sites that were easily accessibly.
Therefore, a monitoring visit was completed in an effort to efficiently use time in the field. There was no
concentration of sites chosen to monitor across the field office, as time and efforts throughout the year
could not warrant this; therefore, the sites are somewhat sporadically spread across the field office
boundary. These 15 sites include two national historic trails, a segment of Goodale’s Cutoff and a
segment of the Northern Alternative of the Oregon Trail.
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7. Research, field schools, and data recovery projects

Upper Snake Field Office: USFO-ldaho National Laboratory Joint Projects

The Upper Snake Field Office (USFO) and Idaho National Laboratory (INL) initiated several cooperative
archaeological research projects during 2017. An MOU is in preparation for the joint efforts, which
include: 1) analysis of BLM and DOE managed volcanic glass sources and artifacts and 2) examining
terminal Pleistocene land use patterns in the Pioneer Basin. This summer, the USFO and INL traveled to
the Idaho Museum of Natural History to retrieve selected artifacts for both the volcanic glass and Pioneer
Basin projects. The INL is finalizing the calibration of the x-ray fluorescence machine and is expecting
preliminary results this fall. The Pioneer Basin project involves the reanalysis of previously collected
projectile points found in the vicinity of pluvial Lake Terreton to help in the study of Late
Pleistocene/Early Holocene settlement patterns in eastern Idaho. The Heritage Tribal Office (HeTO) of
the Shoshone-Bannock Tribes has reviewed the project proposals and research designs and has expressed
interest in being involved with the research.

Graduate Student Research/Field School

The Upper Snake Field Office hosted the 2017 Utah
State University (USU) archaeological field school
directed by Dr. David Byers. The field school
conducted a Class I11 inventory of about 3,750 acres
of public land in the lower Birch Creek Valley (top
photo, below) and around the Mud Lake area (bottom
photo, below). The survey areas were selected as part
of the joint BLM-INL Pioneer Basin project which
includes terminal Pleistocene land use models
developed by the INL. The inventory resulted in the
discovery of 36 new sites, and 59 isolated artifacts.
Many of the Native American artifacts encountered

were terminal Plgistc_)cene points exhibiting a strong USU students preparing to record a site in the lower
northwestern Plains influence. Birch Creek Valley.

In addition to the field school inventory, Utah State is continuing with their analyses of faunal remains
from two rockshelters in the lower Birch Creek Valley. The graduate student research project, funded
with a BLM Assistance Agreement, is focused on obtaining a more thorough understanding past climates
of the eastern Snake River Plain. During this fiscal year, USU identified four domestic dog specimens and
is preparing to conduct AMS radiocarbon dating isotopic analysis which may provide an early date for the
domestication of canids in the Birch Creek Valley region and eastern Idaho. The faunal collection is
currently on loan from the Idaho State Museum of Natural History and the results will be reported in a
peer-reviewed journal.
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8. Notable planning accomplishments for heritage resources

Travel Management Planning

The Boise District archaeologists have been involved in the ID Team process of evaluating routes for
route designation. A sample strategy has been devised in consultation with SHPO to complete a
reasonable level of cultural inventory for the effort.

Cultural Resource Data Management Project

The ISO archaeologist, in coordination with GIS staff, has begun to develop a SDE environment for the
cultural resource data statewide. The SDE will be hosted on a Geocortex front end for ease of data access
and editing by Field Offices. Site boundary polygon data has been generated for several Field Offices to
date. This is an on-going project to create polygon site data for all the FOs in the state. As noted under
museum accomplishments, the Idaho state office has provided funding through an Assistance Agreement
to have all BLM site data entered into the state Cultural Geodatabase as a polygon feature class. These
efforts will facilitate data use, analyses and standardization and will create a significant advantage for
planning and Section 106 compliance.

CRDP

The ISO continues to collaborate with ISHS on statewide data management initiatives. We continue to
provide CRDP funding through an Assistance Agreement. The funds are helping the SHPO build an
appropriate digital repository along with a GIS. BLM has provided direction and leadership in assisting
the SHPO to create data standards that can meet BLM’s planning needs, however BLM continues to
maintain its own investigations and resources GIS to meet planning and analytical needs as SHPO’s data
system is still in development.

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Challis Field Office

The greatest challenge to the program in
Challis came in October of 2016. On
October 13", the CFO building was
consumed by fire and most Cultural
Resource documents were lost. The
archaeology office was subjected to high
heat and other than a few site and survey
files stored in a locked file cabinet all
project records, photographs, and
reference materials were lost. The new
full-time archaeologist started in February
and a majority of the year has been spent trying to recover any records that may have survived the fire as
well as piecing together what project work was left unfinished by the outgoing archaeologist. Many
section 106 projects have been postponed by other program areas as the office attempts to recover from
the fire.

Owyhee and Bruneau Field Offices: Travel Management

A Class Il inventory and site revisit/monitor Contract was conducted as part of the Canyonlands West and
Grandview Travel Management Plans in the Owyhee and Bruneau Field Offices. These efforts were
completed to address cultural analysis in the travel planning process, and meeting “a good faith effort” to
consider the impacts of travel planning to historic properties. The inventory areas were selected using a
revised sensitivity model, Owyhee Land Exchange Model (OLE), where routes to be designated
intersected in areas of high sensitivity for cultural resources. In addition, approximately 100 sites were
identified for reevaluation to determine what, if any, impacts were occurring to cultural resources due to
the uses of the routes and to record them to current standards.

Pocatello Field Office: Indian Rocks ACEC CRMP update (in progress)

The Pocatello Field Office archaeologist is in the process of re-writing the Cultural Resource
Management Plan (CRMP) for Indian Rocks Area of Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC). The
original plan was written in 1997. The revised plan will have updated information on cultural sites within
the ACEC and the existing condition of the ACEC. It will also include an updated site monitoring
schedule, as well as, address other potential site protection measures.

9. Tribal Consultation and Coordination

Idaho BLM actively conducts government-to-government consultation with federally recognized tribes in
Idaho, with 90 face-to-face meetings in FY17. Intensive consultation is conducted with Shoshone-Paiute
tribes through the Wings & Roots process which meets at the Boise and Twin Falls District monthly
along with several ad hoc meetings to address the many energy projects in Idaho as well as Resource
Management Plans in progress in the Four Rivers and Jarbidge FOs.

Field Office Specific Tribal Relations of Note:

Burley Field Office

Throughout 2017, the Shoshone-Bannock Tribal representatives have been consulted often regarding the
Cedar Fields EIS progress and specific input to represent Native Rights & Interests. A Draft of the Cedar
Fields EIS was given to the Shoshone-Bannock technical staff for review and comment. Other topics
consulted on include the American Falls Archaeological District and various other projects within the
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BFO managed lands. The Shoshone-Paiute Tribes, during their Wings & Roots Tribal Campfire, have
been consulted regarding various projects within the BFO managed lands, as well as the status of the
Cedar Fields EIS. The Shoshone-Paiute Tribes were given a draft of the Cedar Fields EIS for review and
comment.

Cottonwood Field Office: Nez Perce Tribal Intern

The project funded one Nez Perce Tribal archeology technician to work on the Cooper’s Ferry
archeological site. The tribal intern was made possible through 1050 funding and a separate agreement
between BLM and the Nez Perce Tribe that was initiated in 2016. The archeological technician
participated in the excavation to learn state of the art excavation techniques as well as learn more about
the Cooper’s Ferry site. This project is located within the traditional Nez Perce Tribal area. This project
provided an opportunity for a tribal member to gain cultural resource knowledge and experience on an
active project and to interact with the public who visit the site.

Nez Perce Tribe Oral History

The objective of this project is to gather Nez Perce Tribal oral history information that pertains to Salmon
River. An agreement is in the process of being established between the BLM and the Nez Perce Tribe.
Additional funding from other subactivities was added to increase the scope of the oral history project.
Initially one area along the river was the focus but now this is expanded to three areas.

Information to be gathered includes Traditional Cultural Property information such as; types of traditional
uses; geographic place names; areas that may have been important but are not currently used; and
archeological sites. The Nez Perce Tribal cultural staff will conduct oral interviews with tribal elders and
will conduct field trips with the elders if possible. The tribe will identify and locate individuals with
knowledge of the study area, travel to residences of individuals and, if possible, arrange onsite interviews.
A written report describing the results of the oral interviews will be provided.

Tribal Participation at Cooper’s Ferry

The Nez Perce Tribe Executive Council provided an initial letter of support and continues to support the
project. Staff of the Nez Perce Tribe Cultural Department including the Department Director,
ethnographer, ethnographic transcriber, several archaeology staff, and eight Nez Perce Tribal high school
interns visited the field school in 2017. The high school interns participated in the excavation for a
portion of a day. Briefings are provided in person to the Nez Perce Tribe Executive Committee and the
Tribal Historic Preservation Officer to keep them informed of the progress of the project. The Tribal staff
is given an annual summary of the project.

Upper Snake Field Office

Members of the USFO staff traveled to Fort Hall Reservation in March for the annual BLM-Shoshone-

Bannock Tribes (SBT) staff to staff meeting. A variety of topics were discussed including projects that

have the potential to effect Native American cultural resources such as the Egin Bench Canal Company
Recharge ROW. USFO also provided an update and status report of the continuing Travel Management
Plan analysis project. The field office also briefed the Tribes on the Utah State University Field School.

The USFO and SBT also met in early August to discuss the BLM’s preparation for the Solar Eclipse,
including how cultural resources would be protected, especially at expected major gathering places such
as the Birch Creek Campground and North Menan Butte. At this meeting, the SBT proposed that the
staff-to-staff meetings revert back to a semi-annual event from the current annual get together.
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10. Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act (NAGPRA)
activities

Four Rivers Field Office

In the FRFO, on 4/15/2017, two partial sets of human bones were found exposed in a badger den and
reported to BLM Law Enforcement Officers. The inadvertent discovery was originally investigated as a
homicide case by the County Sheriff’s Office. On 7/17/2017, the bones were confirmed to be Native
American through C14 dating. The NAGPRA process was started immediately with letters sent to local
tribes to start formal consultation. A Written Plan of Action is in preparation.

Idaho State Office

The Idaho State Office has one pending NAGPRA claim regarding the Baker Caves collections. Baker
Caves was subjected to emergency data recovery by BLM, due to looting, after its discovery in 1985.
Inventories of the collection pursuant to NAGPRA were completed in 1992. The tribes believe that Baker
Cave | was a burial site, though no human remains have been definitively identified in the collection to
date, and have indicated a claim will be prepared for unassociated funerary objects.

11. Paleontology

Along with the archaeological collections managed by ESAR, IMNH manages all BLM paleontological
collections in Idaho at the John A. White Paleontological Repository (JAW). Under the AA, in 2105 the
IMNH completed a full inventory and cataloguing of all BLM paleontological collections which included
1156 localities and 15,618 specimens.

Shoshone Field Office

Two paleontological specimens were identified across the Shoshone Field Office during fiscal year 2017.
These were both discovered by staff and communicated to the Shoshone Field Office archeologist.
Cultural resources staff has been unable to assess these finds first hand, but does have the locations and
plans on coordinating site visits in the future.

12. Museum Collections Management

PAM Grants

1) Idaho State University, Earl A. Swanson Archeological Repository (ESAR)

BLM Collections Accessioning and Cataloging Backlog, $40,000. The funding provided under this grant
went towards conducting a complete inventory of BLM archaeological materials curated at ESAR. The
final inventory was completed and the report submitted to DOI this FY.

2) University of Idaho, Alfred W. Bowers Laboratory of Anthropology (AWBLA)/Archaeological
Survey of Idaho, Northern Repository (ASINR): Rehousing Silver City Archaeological Collections,
$31,364. This project was completed and report submitted to DOI this FY.

3) Oregon State University: Collections Management at Cooper’s Ferry

A PAM grant was received in FY17 for $38,350.00. Funds will be used to catalog and accession cultural
material collected from the Cooper's Ferry excavation project to meet approved archival standards. Over
9,000 individual catalogued entries will be processed. This project will provide long-term protection for
cultural resources and will enhance educational benefits to the public. This project will assist researchers
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and contractors to make better use of the collections, and increased use of collections for the benefit of the
public. OSU will be the partner in this project with the BLM.

Memorandum of Understanding
The Idaho State Office has an existing MOU (ID-0322) with the museums within the Idaho
Archaeological Site Inventory System (ASI) that dates back to 1993 and is still in effect. The ASI system
includes ESAR, ASINR and the Western Repository managed by the SHPO in Boise. We are currently
working on creating MOUSs with each repository.
¢ ESAR and the Idaho Museum of Natural History and the BLM finalized a Memorandum of
Understanding for the curation of museum property recovered from BLM lands in Idaho, effective
October 21, 2014 (BLM MOU ID-S0-2014-09). This agreement covers both archaeological and
paleontological resources and extends until 2019.
e Oregon State University (OSU) Curation MOU:
A curation MOU was completed and signed with OSU in FY17 to insure the proper curation of the
Cooper’s Ferry collection (see Section A above). The Idaho State Office and OSU received a PAM
grant through DOI to fully catalog collections derived from the site as a result of over seven years of
investigation.

ISU Assistance Agreement

The Idaho State Office has had an ongoing Assistance Agreement (AA) with the Earl Swanson
Archaeological Repository (ESAR), located at the Idaho Museum of Natural History (IMNH) at Idaho
State University. Since 2010 the 1SO has funded the AA with over $50,000. Some highlights for FY17
include:

Collections Access
Outside of Loans (discussed below), ESAR provided researchers access to BLM collections for one
project in FY17.

Loans
David Byers, Utah State University - Birch Creek loan (10CL3, 10CL10) extension.

BLM Idaho Museum Records Management: GIS Modification

This is an ongoing, scheduled to be completed this FY. The project involves the creation of Geographic
Information System (GIS) files for archaeological sites located on land administered by the BLM in
Idaho. To date we have completed the digitization of all sites under the administration of the Pocatello,
Upper Snake, Challis, and Salmon Field Offices and are now focused on Owyhee County. The GIS for all
BLM sites in Idaho is to be completed by September 2017.

Other Museum Projects: Paleontological Collections

Along with the archaeological collections managed by ESAR, IMNH manages all BLM paleontological
collections in Idaho. Under the AA, in 2105 the IMNH completed a full inventory and cataloguing of all
BLM paleontological collections which included 1156 localities and 15,618 specimens.
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13. Enforcement of heritage protection authorities (e.g., Section 6 of ARPA
and Section 3606 or the PRPA) and related activities

Shoshone Field Office

There was one ARPA violation noted at Devil’s Corral. This was the instance of two bolted rock
climbing routes that have been put up directly near pictograph panels within a known site. Since it is
highly unlikely to ever know definitively when and who erected these routes, then there is no real case to
prosecute this ARPA violation. A plan has been put together to remove these bolts and repair the drill
holes, which will dissuade more damage to the site from recreational climbing use and is the best option
to mitigate the damage already done.

14. Heritage Education, Youth, Interpretation, Outreach, and Tourism

Idaho State Office and Idaho State Historical Society (ISHS): Project Archaeology

Through a multi-year partnership and an Assistance Agreement between the BLM, Idaho State Office and
ISHS a Project Archaeology teaching curriculum for Idaho has been produced, and is nearing completion
for publication, and two recent workshops hosted. A Project Archaeology Workshop for educators was
hosted June 13-15, 2017, at the Idaho State Archives, Boise, Idaho. Jeanne Moe (BLM Project
Archaeology) and Mari Harris (Vallivue High School) taught the workshop. Mary Anne Davis (ISHS)
provided archaeological information for various sections of the class and logistical functions. This
Project archaeology workshop introduced teachers to the subject of archaeology, teaching with the
curriculum, and professional development tools to teach other teachers about the Project Archaeology
curricula available for the classroom. Professional Development Credit was set up through Northwest
Nazarene University and most of the classroom teachers opted to receive one credit for the workshop.
Nine teachers and 3 archaeologists attended the workshop.

Bruneau Field Office: Riverstone School

Bruneau Field Office Manager, Tanya Thrift gave the annual presentation to the sophomore class at
Riverstone School before their hike in the Owyhees. The presentation focused on BLM management and
protection of cultural resources. The Shoshone Paiute Cultural Director presented the tribal view of
cultural and natural resources.

Burley Field Office (also see A. above)

On April 21st 2017, the Burley Field Office archaeologist was invited by the USU Anthropology Program
to help provide a tour of the geomorphology and archaeology of the BFO managed section of the Lake
Channel geographic area. This presentation was led by USU Anthropology professors Dr. David Byers
and Dr. Judson Finley. The BFO archaeologist gave a presentation describing the relationships between
private, state, and federal lands. 15 college students and 2 professors attended.

On May 4th, 2017, the Burley Field Office archaeologist was invited to give a presentation titled
“Scouting For Sites” at the East Minico Middle School for the Snake River Council Boy Scouts of
America, Minidoka District Roundtable. The purpose of the presentation was to give awareness of how
scout troupes should act around historic properties and what to do if a Boy Scout troupe encounters
artifacts on the landscape. 25 scout leaders attended the event.
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On May 19th 2017, the Burley Field Office archaeologist was invited to be part of a 4th grade station
presentation event at the Minidoka County Historical Society Museum. The presentation was titled “The
Atlal: Paleoindian Rocket Science”. Approximately 65 students and teachers attended.

Challis Field Office: Bicycle Rides Northwest Historic Presentation (also see A. above)

In coordination with the Land of the Yankee Fork State Park and the North Custer Historical Association
the CFO archaeologist presented the prehistoric and historic foundations of the Challis area. The talk was
attended by 26 riders and was well received.

Cottonwood Field Office: Public Outreach at Cooper’s Ferry

This year 713 members of the public visited the site and received personal tours. Public came from 31
states, Washington D.C., and four foreign countries including Panama, Canada, Netherlands, and Russia.
Unfortunately, there was no youth funding available in 2017 to continue The Cooper’s Ferry Site
YouTube channel. Since 2012 there have been over 100 videos posted with over 131,000 views. Some
of these videos are now used in classrooms across the country. The channel is located at URL of
https://www.youtube.com/user/CoopersFerrySite

Four Rivers Field Office

Conducted numerous public outreach events (see Section A. above). Also in 2017, the FRFO
archaeologist gave away copies of the Oregon Trail maps, Main Oregon Trail Back Country Byway
booklets, and post cards to the visitors that attended the Museum Comes to Life!” event held at Julia
Davis park in downtown Boise. He shared his Idaho history knowledge and information about Idaho’s
Tribal Peoples with hundreds of students at their West Ada County Fourth Grade History Rendezvous.
The FRFO archaeologist provided Oregon Trail maps and Main Oregon Trail Back Country Byway
booklets to the Tourist Center in Mountain Home and to the Three Island State Park Oregon Trail
Museum near Glenns Ferry. He co-lead interpretive hikes to Halverson Lakes and to the Wees Bar Stone
Cabin and petroglyphs.

Jarbidge Field Office (also see Section A. above)

The Twin Falls District was given the opportunity to mentor three Pathway Archaeology Interns for this
fiscal year along with one Archaeological Technician. All four of them worked on Section 106 survey,
Section 110 survey, site recording, and monitoring accomplishing close to 4,000 acres of survey. The
Jarbidge Field Office mentored the Pathway interns throughout the season but they also provided
assistance to both Shoshone and Burley Field Offices.

Owyhee Field Office

Pathways Intern — The Owyhee Field Office hired a Pathways Intern in 2017. She is attending school at
Boise State University pursuing a degree in Anthropology and will continue to work with mentors at the
BLM to gain valuable work experience as an Archaeological Intern.

Education to Partners Conducting Monitoring Fieldwork — BLM OFO Archaeologist gave a
presentation to federal and contracting partners who are conducting long-term (5-year) monitoring
fieldwork for the Soda Fire ESR Plan. The presentation gives information regarding the types and
significance of cultural resources they may encounter during their fieldwork, and what to do if cultural
sites or human remains are inadvertently discovered. Educating our partners and contractors on why
cultural resources are important and the regulations aids in site stewardship.
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Owyhee County Historic Preservation Commission — The BLM Owyhee Field Office Archaeologist
was appointed to serve a term as a member on a local historic preservation committee. The commission
provides guidance to land owners in Owyhee County conducting historic preservation projects.

Pocatello Field Office: Pocatello Field Office Junior Ranger Books

The Pocatello Field Office received funding to update their Junior Explorer book into the new BLM
Junior Ranger book format. The book includes activities and information on local archaeology, history,
recreation, and wildlife within the Pocatello Field Office. It also includes Leave No Trace outdoor ethics.
The funding was used to print copies of the new Junior Ranger book that will be handed out at the field
offices and events like the Portneuf Valley Environmental Fair.

The Pocatello Field Office had a booth at the Portneuf Valley Environmental Fair in Pocatello, Idaho on
April 15, 2017. The field office gave out archaeology/cultural resource handouts including things like the
Pocatello Field Office Junior Explorer Activity Book as well as kid’s quiz cards. The Junior Explorer
book includes information on local archaeology and history as well as outdoor ethics for protecting
archaeological sites.

Salmon Field Office

The Salmon Field Office archaeologists participated in a presentation and talk on regional Native
American prehistory, material culture, and BLM cultural resource management with about 80 fourth- to
sixth-grade students at the “Natural Resources Awareness Day” in the Challis Elementary School,
sponsored by the NRCS, Custer Soil and Water Conservation District, and the Challis School District. A
similar presentation and talk was offered to about 40 sixth-grade students participating in the outdoor
“Sixth Grade Natural and Cultural Resources Tour,” sponsored by the Butte Soil and Water Conservation
District near Mackay, Idaho. Finally, the BLM archaeologist visited and interacted with very young, very
enthusiastic Headstart students in Salmon, ldaho.

2017).

Upper Snake Field Office: You Tube Videos

Upper Snake Field Office is preparing to produce two You Tube videos as part of BLM’s social media
outreach effort this September. With funding from BPS, the USFO is planning to record a couple of two
to three minute videos with information pertaining to the Goodale’s Cutoff and the recently acquired
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Fisher Bottom Homestead/Ranch complex along the South Fork Snake River. Using a GoPro camcorder
the field office will capture visual images of the Oregon Trail associated Goodale’s intact wagon ruts, and
430 acre Fisher Bottom ranch and homestead cabin, (where Idaho author Vardis Fisher spent a few years
of his childhood) while providing an accompanying narrative about the two historic features in the field
office.
