Prospective adopters/buyers must be at least 18 years old and able to provide access to feed, water, and
adequate shelter. The basic adoption flat fee is $25 for any animal at the event. Title to the animal will be
awarded to the adopter at the end of one year if all conditions of the adoption agreement have been met.
