
Volunteer Campground Hosts Maintaining Recreation Sites

Amount Expended: $7,608.00
The BLM Upper Missouri River Breaks National 
Monument (UMRBNM) had three dedicated volunteers 
that helped to maintain, monitor and address visitor 
needs in the summer of 2023 at Coal Banks Landing & 
James Kipp Recreation Area. These campground host 
volunteers helped throughout the summer to ensure 
monument staff were up to date on matters going on 
at these active sites while maintaining utmost 
professionalism when working with the public. Fee 
revenue helped support the living expenses.

Amount Expended: $14,133.38
The BLM Upper Missouri River Breaks National 
Monument (UMRBNM) has three campgrounds, 26 vault 
toilets, and the 149-mile Upper Missouri National Wild 
and Scenic River. These sites require a multitude of 
supplies, such as toilet paper, paint, gloves, disinfectant, 
and fuel for running trimmers, mowers, and blowers.

Other regular services such as trash collection and 
toilet pumping are required to allow these recreation 
sites to remain usable by the visiting public.
