For the entirety of Fiscal Year 2024, the RPFO worked
together with ADO, NMSO and BLM's National
Recreation Team to coordinate the administrative,
operational and communications work for RPFO and
Pueblo de Cochiti to reopen the Monument. This
required BLM to fund several extensive cleaning
operations for the Monuments’ vault toilets, replace
signs on the trails and provide uniforms and specialized
training to the Park Rangers (employees of Pueblo de
Cochiti) necessary to welcome visitors back to the
Monument.
