ACCESS 

Access to the site is accessible by most vehicles 
but the road is very sandy and 4wd is 

recommended. Travel east on CR T for 7.4 miles. 

Turn left on CR66T for three miles. Take a right 

onto two track BLM road -Dune It Now. The site will 

be 1.25 miles southeast on that road. 

GEOLOGY 

The community pit is located within the overlapping 
Cenozoic alluvial fans of the Sangre de Cristo 
Mountain Range. The lunettes are created from 
prevalent southwest winds accumulating playa 
sand and erosional remnants of the San Juan 
Mountains. The material is middle and late 
Pleistocene sand and silt alluvium. 

RULES 

A contract is required 

• Limit use to designated roads and trails. 

• The area for material removal will be prepped, 
signed and marked. Remove material from the 
North cell. This is on the northern side of the 
BLM road, do not remove materials to the south 
at this time. 

• Use of equipment is allowable, equipment must 

be pressure washed prior to entry to avoid the 
spread of noxious weeds. 

• Adhere to state and federal rules, including 
weight restrictions and speed regulations. 

• If purchaser violates provisions of the contract, 

they may lose their future rights to remove 
materials.
