	Updates, supersedes, or rescinds: On May 26, 2022, the BLM issued Manual Section 2806, Chapter 6, Rent, as an interim policy to address acreage rents and capacity fees. The BLM is rescinding that policy because, among other things, it has been superseded by the final rule entitled, Revisions to Regulations Regarding Intermittent Energy, 90 Fed. Reg. 36111 (August 1, 2025) (“2025 Rule”).
Manual 2806, Chapter 6, Rent, was issued pursuant to Section 3103 of the Energy Act of 2020, passed on December 27, 2020, as part of the Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2021. 116 Pub. L. No. 116-260, Div. Z, Title III, 134 Stat. 2513 (Dec. 27, 2020) (codified at 43 U.S.C. § 3001 et seq.), and responded to significant increases in acreage rental rates and capacity fees in certain counties as a result of the BLM’s 2016 solar and wind energy rule. 81 Fed. Reg. 92,122 (Dec. 19, 2016). The manual section was issued as an interim policy to provide enhanced financial and regulatory predictability for solar and wind energy projects authorized on public land until the BLM revised the formulas used to calculate the rental rates and capacity fees.
On July 1, 2024, the BLM issued a final rule entitled, Rights-of-Way, Leasing, and Operations for Renewable Energy (“2024 Rule”), which made technical corrections and updated procedures governing the BLM's renewable energy and right-of-way programs. Specifically, it reformulated the solar and wind energy generation rents and fees and expanded agency discretion to process applications for solar and wind energy generation rights-of-way inside designated leasing areas. While this rule set new rates for acreage rent and capacity fees, it provided right-of-way holders the option to opt out of the new rates and maintain their previous schedule, including under the interim manual. 
Subsequently, Section 50302 of Public Law 119-21, 139 Stat. 71, enacted on July 4, 2025, established specific rent and capacity fees for rights-of-way authorizing solar and wind energy generation facilities on public lands, which supersede those in the 2024 Rule. To implement Congressional direction, the BLM issued the 2025 Rule to revise the right-of-way regulations found at 43 CFR Part 2800 to reflect the acreage rent rates and capacity fees required by statute. Now that Congress has directed how the BLM will charge acreage rents and capacity fees for solar and wind energy on public lands, the BLM is rescinding Manual 2806, Chapter 6, Rent to maintain consistency with applicable law and the 2025 Rule.
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
