open hours: Wildwood is open from sunrise to sunset from the first weekend 
in April to mid-November. 

fees: $5 for cars, $10 for buses (10-20 passengers), and $20 for buses 
(20+ passengers). 

group picnic shelters: offer outdoor picnic kitchens, athletic fields and other 
recreation activities. For reservations go to recreation.gov or call 1-877-444-6777. 

accessibility: Enjoy 2.5 miles of universally accessible paved trails. Bikes Allowed 
on trails except on the Wetland Boardwalk.
