Brief Summary
[Company] filed a right-of-way application under the Mineral Leasing Act of 1920 (MLA) with the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) for a 3.3-mile, 24-inch diameter steel welded, buried natural gas pipeline and related facilities located on land administered by the BLM.  The project is within [County], [State].

[Legal Description]

The proposed 24-inch pipeline will have a wall thickness of .375-inches and specified minimum yield strength of 65,000 psi.  The length of the proposed pipeline on BLM is approximately 17,331 feet (3.3 miles).  [Company] has requested a 30-foot permanent right-of-way and a 45-foot temporary right-of-way for construction for a total of approximately 29.83 acres.  Portions of the pipeline would be located within an existing, previously disturbed pipeline corridor.  A 30-year term is requested for the pipeline.  The pipeline would be used year-round for transport of natural gas.  The project would be constructed upon approval by the BLM in 2016.  Construction activities are anticipated to last approximately 4 months.
