THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF INTERIOR, BUREAU OF LAND 
MANAGEMENT (BLM) IS PROVIDING PUBLIC NOTICE OF PLANS TO REMOVE 
WASTE MATERIALS AND TO CONDUCT ADDITIONAL SAMPLING AT THE RED 
DEVIL MINE, NEAR RED DEVIL, ALASKA. 

BLM has monitored the site and removed waste materials on numerous occasions since the Red 
Devil Mine closed in 1971, but additional sampling and waste removal is necessary. Waste 
materials will be transported via aircraft or barge and will be disposed of at licenced recycling or 
disposal facilities. 

A copy of the Administrative Record is available at the Red Devil School, in the community of 
Red Devil, Alaska. A copy of the AdministrativeRecord is also available at the BLM Anchorage 
Field Office Public Room, 6881 Abbott Loop Road, Anchorage, Alaska, from 8:00 am to 4:00 
pm Monday through Friday. 

A public meeting for this plan has not been scheduled. BLM will hold a public meeting if 
written requests are received.
