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The Branch of Eneray is responsible for the administration of the leasable mineral
estate on all federal lands in Alaska. Federally owned oil and gas, coal, coalbed
methane, oil shale and geothermal resources are some of the more common
“leasable” minerals. The BLM has discretion ta lease these minerals,
generatincbnvbsnbvnsg revenue for the State of Alaska and for the federal
government. The Mineral Leasing Act does not specifically mention coalbed methane

but itis generally leased as part of the gas resource.
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The Naval Petroleum Reserve Number 4, now called the National Petroleum Reserve -
Alaska (NPR-4), is an area of over 23 milion acres in the northernmost part of Alaska,
and was established by executive order an February 27, 1823, Through early
exploration programs the U.S. Navy (1944 - 1653) and the USGS (1975 - 1982)
driled 136 wells and core holes termed, “legacy wells” ranging from 100 to 20,335
feet. Some of these wells were cased and tested (and remained test wells)and some
were core tests with no casing or welhead installed. Many were left unplugged or
partially plugged

The Bureau of Land Management is now responsible for both the surface and sub-
surface management of the Petroleum Reserve, including these Legacy Wells. The
BLM has assessed the condition of the wells and embarked on a program to plug and
abandon them. The assessment of the lsgacy wells is the subject of the Leaacy Well
Summary Report. The BLM has been actively pursuing the plugging of 37 wells that
have been assessed to potentially pose a risk to the environment, and 10 of these
37 wells have been plugged by the BLM since 2002,

Federal 0il and Gas Leasing

In May of 1999, offering nearly 3.8 million acres within the northeast portion of the
National Petroleum Reserve - Alaska (NPR-2), the BLH held the first lease sale on
Alaskan federal lands since 1984, The BLM has since held two more lease sales in the
(NPR-2). Leasing in the northeast was offersd again in 2002 and in 2004, BLM offered
5.8 millon acres in the northwest portion of the Petroleum Reserve. The next sale is
scheduled for September 27, 2006, BLM will again offer previously available lands in
both the northeast and northwest NPR-A and will also affer over 200,000 acres north
of Teshekpuk Lake that was not previously available. The BLM plans to initiate leasing
of lands in the southern portion of NPR-A in approximately 2010,

Outside the Petroleum Reserve, on lands leased under the authority of the Mineral
Leasing Act (MLA), the BLM will make federal lands available for leasing cansistent.
with decisions to be made in the various land use plans. The BLM is working to finish
four land use plans outside the Petraleum Reserve. The plans being written and their

Programs The Rural Energy Program of the Bureau of Land Management, in conjunction with the Alaska Division of Geological &

Geophysical Surveys, and the U.S. Geolagical Survey, began studying the feasibility of using Coalbed Methane as an
Information alterative energy source for remote Alaskan villages. Alaska has an abundance of coalbed natural gas (CBNG)
resources with an estimated 1,037 trillion cubic fest (Barker, 2000), that could be used to benefit more than 35 rural
and 150 roadless communities in Alaska

Resources

Roadless Alaskan communities are at a distinct sconomic disadvantage compared to those connected to the road
system. The main reason is the higher cost of energy in the roadless communities. Diesel fusl, the primary energy
source in rural Alaska , can only be transported to roadless communities by barge or airplane which adds much to the
overall cost of energy. These same communities must store large quantities of diesel fuel for winter months when
electricity and heat are at peak demands and when the transportation of fuel is sither not possible or much more,
expensive. The high cost of fuel makes many industries in the rural communities uneconomic,

Moreover, the environmental risk during the transportation and storage of diesel is very high. Many roadless
communities in Alaska are located on major waterways. Diesel is often transported along these waterways with
potential risk of catastrophic spills that could harm not only the local community's lifestyle but the environment, and
the economy of Alaska as well.

The advent of coalbed natural gas (CBNG) production in Alaska has brought the patential far many rural Alaskan
communities to become self-sufficient through the production of a local cleaner, low-cost energy source because of
their close proximity to CBNG resaurces. The mentioned 35+ rural vilages that are situated on or are immediately
adjacent to coals could benefit from a local eneray source, such as CBNG, and would reduce their environmental risks
during fuel transportation and storage, lower their energy costs and boost their local ecanomies.

Welcome! Take a glimpse at what we do:
The BLM Alaska Energy Program is responsible for the administration of federally owned lands containing: oil & gas,
phosphates, coal, coalbed natural gas, oil shale, and geothermal resources; referred to as Leasable Minerals. In
order to develop and produce leasable minerals, one (usually the oil companies) must justifiably obtain a lsase
(hentce, "leasable minerals") on a particular area of federal land.

That's where we, the Energy Program, came in.

Althaugh all leasable minerals are important, it's the oil and gas that remains to be the most necessary and
established on federal lands in Alaska. Furthermore, not only is the oil and gas just necessary, it alsa remains to be a
precious and highly essential naturally ocourring non-renewable resource, (in other words, once this necessary stuff
is used, it won't re-grow, replenish, or recreate itself). Consequently, in order to maintain management (control) over
the amount and lacation of oil and gas that is removed from federal lands; the BLM requires that specific guidelines
(regulations) and laws be followed.

These laws and guidelines; help to protect the peaple, the wild critters and their environments from harm, and also
t0 inform the peaple of the plans and activities in the exploration (the search), the development (the discovery) and
the praduction (the tlean-up-and-ship-out) of these limited resources

The BLM Eneray Program also prepares mineral evaluation of properties invalved in land actions such as sxchanges,
sales or disposal actions and provides input for Resource Managemert: Plans (RMPs), Environmental Impact
Statsments (EISs), and for the use plans developed by other federal agencies.
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
