Objective: Create, restore, and/or acquire equivalent acreage of riparian vegetation ecosystem habitat community lost through development on SEZ to 80% of existing vegetative cover (acres) and composition of primary plant species within 5 years of initiation of land disturbing development on the SEZ.  

RMP guidance: Avoid desert wash woodlands to the greatest extent possible during BLM-authorized surface disturbing activities. (Yuma RMP)

Goals: Preserve and/or enhance visual quality in the region through preservation of open-space landscapes and undisturbed views, or through restoration of habitat to compensate for visual resources impaired by development. 

Objective: Minimize impacts of potential development on visual resource values through implementation of design features and mitigation. For example, cultural and ecological mitigation actions could in concert appropriately mitigate visual resource impacts through re-vegetation, increased site protection, etc. 
RMP guidance: Restoration projects will ensure that visual impacts are minimized in the short term (5 years) and that VRM objectives in the project area are met in the long term (life of the project). (Lower Sonoran RMP)
