BIDDER INSTRUCTIONS

(BLM will reject your bid if you do not follow these instructions) 

· BLM is conducting the land sale by accepting written bids only.  You must use the SALE BID FORM AND CERTIFICATE OF ELIGIBILITY for the Coachella Valley Land Sale to submit a bid.  BLM will not open your bid until the day after bidding closes.  

· BLM has numbered the parcels of public land for sale 1 through 50.  The BLM parcel number is in the first column on the parcel list and is noted on BLM’s maps.  The BLM parcel number is used for purposes of bidding to represent the legal description of the parcel you wish to purchase.  Enter the number for the parcel you are bidding on in the space after the BLM serial number.  For example, CACA-048476-1 or 3 or … 50.  
· Enter the total amount of your bid.  (If you are declared the high bidder, this amount will become the purchase price).  The minimum bid is the fair market value of the parcel as determined by an approved appraisal.  The minimum bid for each parcel is shown on the parcel list.
· Enter ten percent (10%) of the amount of your bid on the bid form.  BID DEPOSIT: each bid must be accompanied by a certified check, postal money order, bank draft, or cashiers check made payable in U.S. dollars to the order of the Bureau of Land Management, for 10 percent of the amount of your bid.  Personal checks will not be accepted.
· You may bid on more than one parcel, but you must submit a separate bid and bid deposit for each parcel.
· Envelopes containing the sale bid form and bid deposit must be marked on the lower front left hand corner with the BLM Serial Number CACA 048476 and the BLM’s parcel identification number (reference first column on parcel list) and the date you mailed or submitted the bid.  For example: CACA 048476 – parcel 1, September 24, 2007.  The BLM will date stamp the outside of the sealed-bid envelope upon receipt. 
· The envelope containing the Sale Bid Form, Certificate of Eligibility and Bid Deposit should be enclosed within a separate envelope addressed to the California Desert District – Attention Land Sale, 22835 Calle San Juan de Los Lagos, Moreno Valley, CA 92553 
· Bids must be received at the California Desert District Office no later than 3 p.m. PST, October 1, 2007 (to be considered by BLM October 2, 2007) or 3 p.m. PST,  November 5, 2007 (to be considered by BLM November 6, 2007) or 3 p.m. PST,  December 3, 2007 (to be considered by BLM December 4, 2007) . As a precaution, you may wish to send your bid by certified mail.
CERTIFICATE OF ELIGIBILITY

· The Certificate of Eligibility must be completed in its entirety. 

· If you are bidding as an individual, partnership, corporation, etc., check the appropriate space.  Proof of qualifications of citizenship, corporation or partnership must be provided prior to patent issuance.  Print your name and/or corporation, partnership or government entity as it would be shown on the patent.   

· NOTE: Under Federal law, public lands may only be conveyed to U.S. citizens 18 years of age or older; a corporation subject to the laws of any State or of the United States; a State, State instrumentality, or political subdivision authorized to hold properly, or an entity legally capable of conveying and holding lands under the laws of the State of California.  
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
