ancillary facilities as described in the approved Plan of Development (POD), incorporated 
herein:

b. The project authorized herein consists of two adj acent and independent power block units of 125 
MW nominal capacity each. Onsile facilities include an administration building. park ing area, 
maintenance building, switchyard, bioremediation area s, wastewater treatment facilities, access 
and maintenance ,

roads (either dirt, gravel, or paved) , per imeter fencing central gas pipeline, a 

distribution line above and below-ground fiber optic lines, water wells. Offsite facil t es 
include acce s s to the site, a distribution line, gas pi p i

t 230 kV generation -tie line. These lands aggregate approximately

c. 		 Th is instrument shall expire on December 31, 2039, unless, prior thereto, it is relinquished, 
abandoned, or terminated pursuant to the terms and conditions of this instrument or of any 
applicable Federal law or regulation. 

d. 		 This instrument may be renewed by the Authorized Officer. The holder is required to submit an 



appli cation for renewal at least 120 calendar days prior to the expiration date of this instrument. 
The Authorized Officer will review the application for renewal to ensure the hold

e. Notwithstanding the renewal, expiration, relinquishment, abandonment, or termination of this 
instrument, the provisions of this instnlment, to the extent applicable, shall continue io effect and 
shall be binding on the holder, its successors, or assigns, until they have fully satisfied the 
obligations and/or liabilities accruing herein before or on account of the renewal, expiration, 
relinquishment, abandonment, or tennination of this authorization. 

f. 		 The Authorized Officer retains the right of access to the lands included within the right-of-way at 
auy time and may enter any facility on the right-of-way in acc ordance with 43 CFR 2805.15(a). 
The holder shall pay monitoring fees in accordance with 43 CFR 2805.16 for the reasonable 
costs incurred in the inspection and monitoring of construct ion, operation, maintenance, and 
decommissioning of the project. 

g		. This instrument is issued subject to valid existng rights in accordance witb 43 CFR 2805.14. 

3. 		 Rental: 

a. 		 For and in consideration of the rights granted, the holder agrees to pay the Bureau of Land 
Management the fair market value of this right-of-way lease/grant, which includes both base 
rent and a megawatt capacity fee, as determined by the Authorized Officer unless specificaHy 
exempted from such payment by law or regulation. Provided, however, that the rental may 
be adjusted by the Authorized Officer, whenever necessary, to reflect changes in fair market 
value as determined by tbe application of sound business management 

b in 
principles, and so far 

as practica le and feasible, accordance with comparable commercial practices. The rental 
provisions of this authorization may also be modified consistent with the provisions of any 
regulatory changes or pursuant to tbe provisions of any new or revised statutory authorities. 

b. 		 The rental includes an annual base rent for the acreage of the public land included in the 
authorization and a megawatt capacity fee based on the authorized megawatt capacity of tbe 
approved solar energy facilities. The base rent is due and payable UPOll the date of issuance 
of this instrument and will be paid on an annual basis consistent with the regulations. The 
base rent will be adjusted each year based on the Implicit Price Deflator-Gross Domestic 
Product (lPD-GDP) index. The megawatt capacity fee is based on the authorized megawatt 
capacity approved by the Autborized Officer, or an approved pbase of development, and will 
be paid on an annual basis upon the start of electric generation from the solar energy 
facilities. The megawatt capacity fee will be pbased-in over a 5-year period after the start of 
electric generation (at the rate of 20 percent the first year, 40 percent the second year, 60 
percent the third year, 80 percent the fourth year, and 100 percent the fifth and subsequent 



years of operations). The 5-year phase-in peri od will apply separately to eacb phase of 
development as approved by the Authorized Off cer. 

4. Bond: 

a. 		 A PerfoliTlance and Reclamation bond, in determined by Authorized Officer, shall be 
obtained by the holder to ensure

If the Notice to Proceed 
is limited to only an initial ph se of development or activity, the bond amount will be limited to that 
phase or activity. The bond amount would increase with the issuance of a Notice to Proceed for 
future phases of development or additional activities. The bond must be maintained in effect until 
removal of imptovements and restoration of the right-of-way bas been accepted by the Authorized 
Officer. Acceptable bond instruments include cash, cashier's or certified check, certificate or book 
entry deposits, negotiable U.S. Treasury securibes (notes, bills, or bonds) equal in value to the bond 
amount, surety bonds from the approved list of sureties (U.S. Treasury Circular 570) payable to the 
Bureau of Land Management (BLM), irrevocable letters of credit payable to the BLM issued by
fina n c i a l institutions that have the authority to issue Ie-tters of credit and whose operations are 
regulated and examined by a Federal agency, or a policy of insurance that provides BLM with 
acceptable rigilts as a beneficiary and is issued by an insurance carrier that has the authority to issue 

insurance policies in the applicable jurisdiction and who  se insurance operations are regulated and 
examined by a Federal or State agency. The Authorized Officer will not accept a corporate 
guarantee as an acceptable form of bond. The Authorized Officer will review the bond on an annual 
basis to ensure adequacy of the bond amount. The bond will also be reviewed at the time of any 
assignment, modification, or renewal oftbis instrument. The Authorized Officer may increase or 
decrease the bood amount at any time during the tenn of the right of-way authorization, consistent 
witb the regulations. 

b. 		 TIle holder agrees that any bond held as security for holder's perfonnance of the terms and 
conditions of this instrument may, upon failure on the holder's part to fuJlin any of the requirements 
herein set forth or made a part bereof, be retained by tbe United States to be applied as far as may be 
needed to the satisfaction of the holder's o  bl igations assumed hereunder, without prejudice whatever 
to any other rights and remedies of the United States.

g. 	 During operations, the holder shalt ma intain all onsite electrical generation equipment and facilities 
in accordanc e with the design standards in the approved Plan of Development. Any idle, improperly 
functioning, or abandoned equipment or fac ili ties that have been inoperative for any r.ontinuous 
period of3 months or more must be repaired, placed into service, and/or removed from the site 
within 30 calendar days from receipt of a written Notice of Failure to Ensure Dil igent Development 
from the Authorized Officer, unless the holder is provided an extension of time by the Authorized 
Officer. To obtain an extension of the 30-day deadline, the holder must submit a written request to 
tbe Authorized Officer and show tberein good cause for any delays in repai rs , use, or removal; an 
estimate when corrective action will be completed; and evidence of diligent operation of the 
equipment and/or facilities. 

h. 	 Failure of the holder to comply with any diligent development provision of this instrument may 
cause the Authorized Officer to suspend or terminate the authorization in accordance with 43 CFR 
2807.17 2807.19, and use the posted Performance and Reclamation bond to cover the costs for 
removal of any equipment andlor facilities. The Authorized Officer will provide the holder a written 
Notice of Failure to Ensure Diligent Development prior to the suspension or termination of the 
authorization. The holder will be provided an opportunity to correct any noncompliance in 
accordance with 43 CFR 2807.18 or submit a written request to the Authorized Officer for an 
extension of the tirnelines in the approved Plan of Development. 

Upon termination by the Authorized Officer or expiration of this instrument, all improvements shall 
be removed from the public lands withih 180 calendar days or otherwise disposed of as provided for 
in the approved Plan of Development, or as directed by the Authorized Officer. 

J. 	 This instrument sbaH, at a minimum, be reviewed by the Authorized Officer at the end of the 10th 
year and at regular intervals thereafter not to exceed 10 years. Provided, however, that this 
instrument may be reviewed at any time deemed necessary by the Authorized Officer in accordance 

with the regulations. 

This instrument may be assigned consistent with the regulations, but all assignments are subject to 
approval by the Authorized Officer. In addition, the qualifications of all assignees must comply with 
tbe requirements of the regulations. A partial assignment of this instrument shall not be approved if 
such action would hinder the Authorized Officer'S management of the auth orization or the 
associated pub lic lands. 

Upon the request of the Authorized Officer, the holder shall provide access to environmental, 
technical, and financial records, reports, and other inform at ion related to construction, operation, 
maintenance, and decommissioning of the right-of-way. Any information marked confidential or 
proprietary wi.1l be kept confidential to the extent allowed by law. Failure of the holder to cooperate 
with sucb request, provide data, or grant access to such records, reports, and information may, at the 

discret ion of the Authorized Officer, result in suspensi on or tenninati on of the right-of-way 
lease/grant in accordance with the regulations.

20. Per BLM regulations aU cactus on-site must be salvaged . Species to be salvaged include cottontop 
cactus, California barrel cactus, common fishhook cactus beavertai l cactus, silver choll a, and pencil 
cholla. Salvaged material wil t be used in thc restoration areas and around the oil-site facilities. Should 
excess succulents be removed that cannot be transplanted, their disposition wi ll be managed by BLM. 

2 1 .  The holder shall comply with the Environmental and Construction Compliance Monitoring Program. 

22.  The holder shall comp ly with the Executed Programmatic Agreement, signed and dated on October 7, 
20 1 0. Noncompl iance with the requirements of tbe wi ll be grou nds for immediate temporary suspension 
of activ it ies and operations within the right-of-way by the Authorized Officer. 

23 . The holder owner shall implement the Decommissioning Plan dated October 20 1 0 .  

2 4 .  The ho lder shall comply with the terms and condi ti ons i n  the Agreement to resolve pro test claims by and 
between the bolder and the Natural Resources Defense Council ,  The Wilderness Society , and Defenders 
of Wildl ife. The agreed upon terms are not subject to amendment without the agreement of the 
Applicant and the organizations and only if approved by the BLM in accordance with 43 CFR 2807.20. 

25 . For groundwater to be used for the s itting, construction, operati on, maintenance, or remediation of the 
project , the holder shall comply with all CEC Conditions of Certification related to groundwater 

pumping and/or use, and any ru le that may be fmalized regarding the allocation requirements for 
i mpacts to Col orado River Water.
