Chairwoman Katie Steele called the meeting to order at 3 p.m. and noted there was a quorum. 

Cactus Park Field Trip
Katie Steele thanked all participants for the Nov. 19th field trip, including the organizers with Western Slope ATV Association, quiet use participants, other council members and BLM staff. Council attendees were Steele, Mike Wilson, Tamara Minnick and also Doug Atchley.

Public comment
There were many positive comments about the field trip and general agreement that future field trips would be worthwhile.
Motorcycle recreationist James Solomon presented a map and information about two single-track trails that he was unaware of during a public scoping period earlier this year.
Tom Derryberry, of the Western Slope ATV Association, suggested that under multiple use, specific users could still have special events. He emphasized keeping trails open and urged quiet users to go where there were no trails if they wanted quiet.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Horseman Jan Potterveld said Sen. Udall has been invited to come out and horseback ride in DENCA.
Whitewater resident JF Oliverson asked why the public couldn’t look at the same material as the Advisory Council. (The 2009 Omnibus Act, which created D-E NCA, directs the BLM to get input from the council, then from the general public.)
One Bean Ranch Road resident said fellow residents like motorized recreation opportunities on the Hunting Grounds area of D-E NCA.
Steve Chapel, of the Western Slope ATV Association, asked that common sense be used before allowing archeological issues to close trails.


Council Discussion
Members discussed how they could best review a set of preliminary alternatives developed by BLM planning staff. Members decided they should hold two meetings in January, in order to thoroughly cover the material. Council agreed that members would meet on the first and third Wednesday. In January, that means Jan. 4 and 25 with both meetings in Grand Junction, at the Annex meeting room, Mesa County Courthouse.
Council agreed to tackle natural resources, wilderness and cultural resources for the first review on Jan. 4. Tamara Minnick agreed to be lead reviewer for natural resources; Joe Neuhof will be lead reviewer for wilderness and Bill Harris will be lead reviewer for cultural resources. Each lead reviewer will be assisted by two or three other council members.

The three groups will review the alternatives and be prepared to report back to the rest of the group, answers to the following questions:
“Have a full range of management alternatives been developed?” and “Do the draft alternatives resolve issues Council members expect to see addressed?”
