Canyon’s resort to include trails downstream on the Dolores River paralleling the road, upstream on West 
Creek to join the Picket Trail and upstream across the Dolores river and up on the near bench.

There is then an uninventoried trail leading up the slope to the east 
then connecting with road V923 then V922 on a higher bench. This area is perfect to find solitude and ride a 
single track trail.

Mountain bicyclist would greatly benefit by the allowance of future development west of the Gateway 
Canyon’s resort to include trails downstream on the Dolores River paralleling the road, upstream on West 
Creek to join the Picket Trail and upstream across the Dolores river and up on the near bench. The trail system 
currently has fewer miles than most areas that are attractive to
mountain bike users. 

The comments below reflect a need for non-­motorized trails that are still open to all quiet uses. There are 
several large areas designated as off limits to mountain bikes (The Palisade WSA, Sewemup Mesa Wilderness 
and others) that provide other quiet users (hikers, horseback) with opportunities for experiences without 
mountain bikes present. Preserving mountain bike access to the remaining backcountry singletrack trails is very 
important for future generations.

There is then an uninventoried trail leading up the slope to the east 
then connecting with road V923 then V922 on a higher bench. This area is perfect to find solitude and ride a 
single track trail.  Zone W
● Recommend W103 and W217 be left open to at least non‐‐motorized use as it will be the only public access 
to the small parcel of Forest land. The climb on a mountain bike is very rewarding, the view from the top is 
magnificent and usually solitude can be found here. Even though it is an out and back, this ride is very 
rewarding for a seasoned mountain bike user. Allowing only non-­motorized use on W213, W214 and W218 
would definitely add to the experience of these desired trail options for the mountain bike user.
● The addition of a new trail from the end of W218 connecting with W213 or W214 would really increase the 
value of the area for mountain bike use. This would create a different return or approach route for the BIG 
climb up W103.
● Recommend leaving routes W49, W78, W112, W89, W127, W190, W194, W195 (even if deemed 
administrative) open to non-­motorized use for the exploration and solitude this area is known for.

The comments below reflect a need for non-­motorized trails that are still open to all quiet uses. There are 
several large areas designated as off limits to mountain bikes (The Palisade WSA, Sewemup Mesa Wilderness 
and others) that provide other quiet users (hikers, horseback) with opportunities for experiences without 
mountain bikes present. Preserving mountain bike access to the remaining backcountry singletrack trails is very 
important for future generations. 

Zone U
● Recommend U75 and U666 (near Granite Creek) be open to non‐‐motorized use.
● Recommend U27 and U28 (off Hwy 141 near The Narrows) be left open for dispersed camping opportunities 
due to lack of these opportunities in the area.

Zone V
● Recommend non‐‐motorized use be allowed on V2691 and 1939 Pickett trail. Mountain bicyclists have been 
maintaining and using this trail for at least two decades. Due to the terrain, motorized use is NOT 
RECOMMENDED as it will require excessive costs and labor to maintain trail to safe standards.
● FOREST SERVICE: Recommend non‐‐motorized use be allowed on Lower Ute/Birch Creek trail (no number on 
map) due to the encouragement of local Forest Service District for mountain bike use to occur on upper 
portion of trail that crosses Forest Lands. Maintenance and use by mountain bikes has been occurring on this 
trail for the last 2 decades. Due to the remote nature and solitude provided by this trail, allowing motorized 
use is HIGHLY discouraged.
● Recommend non‐‐motorized travel be allowed on V592. Due to the remote nature and solitude provided by 
this trail, allowing motorized use is HIGHLY discouraged. This trail provides for a "quiet experience" in the midst 
of a predominantly motorized area. 
● Recommend non‐‐motorized use be allowed on V1007 and V1067 the portion of trail following Blue Creek 
above the ranch to make a loop. V1007 is an amazing mountain bike ride with incredible trees growing out of 
the canyon and the tops ending right near the trail. This is part of a non-­motorized trail that extends from 
Mesa Creek to Indian Creek allowing a rare quiet experience Due to the remote nature and solitude provided 
by this trail, allowing motorized use is HIGHLY discouraged.
● Recommend non‐‐motorized use on V803 allowing access to non‐‐motorized trails on Forest Lands. This trail 
would allow non-­motorized access to the Divide Road which is connection to  ther highly desirable mountain 
bike opportunities. Due to the remote nature and solitude provided by this trail, allowing motorized use is 
HIGHLY discouraged.
● Recommend non‐‐motorized use on the complete length of V930 allowing access to non‐‐motorized trails on 
Forest Lands. There is also a need to add existing trail (has been submitted previously) into inventory extending 
from the end of V930 at Forest Boundary north to allow access to non-­motorized trails on Forest Lands. Due 
to the remote nature and solitude provided by this trail, allowing motorized use is HIGHLY discouraged. This is 
part of a non-­motorized trail that extends from Mesa Creek to Indian Creek allowing a rare quiet experience.
● Formal trail designation for any use is not recommended for trail following Blue Creek from the Blue Creek 
ranch downstream to the Dolores river due to trail access at private property, damage to cultural resources 
and high cost of trail maintenance. 
● Recommend V2810 and V2811 remain open to non‐‐motorized us. The remote nature, solitude provided and 
interesting band of smooth rock offers a unique and important mountain bike experience. 
● Also allowing use of V2820 and uninventoried route (previously submitted) following the midlevel of cliff 
band would make a VERY desirable loop with V2810 and V2811. This loop would require a 60 foot section of 
difficult trail which is not horse or motorized use friendly. There is mining and homestead remains along the 
trail that would be of great historic interest.
● Recommend non‐‐motorized use on trail connecting Maverick Canyon and V2626.
● Recommend non‐‐motorized use on V822 (from Blue Creek ranch), V1421, V1107, V1109 and trail 
connecting to county road above Mesa Creek. This would allow a good loop opportunity using V1007 and 
V1067 to return to Blue Creek ranch. The entire length of V822 could be added to this area for a shorter loop 
option.



● Recommend non‐‐motorized use on V1151. Although a dead end, it would provide a great easier 
beginner/kid ride option especially attractive here due to several popular camping spots in the near vicinity. 
The water availability for pets and the "all downhill" return would be very attractive for a family ride or a 
shorter evening ride from camp.
● Recommend non‐‐motorized use on V3062 extending down Maverick Canyon. Although a dead end, it 
provides a spectacular view and would be a good mellow family ride due to the lack of elevation change, 
solitude and quiet use of the trail. With a short hike, a glimpse of Juanita Arch adds to the experience.
● We would really like to see V567 administrative road and then remaining V567 trail into Calamity Canyon 
open to non-­motorized use as depicted in Alternative D. It is an old road down the hill and then follows the 
drainage to the private property boundary. There is then an uninventoried trail leading up the slope to the east 
then connecting with road V923 then V922 on a higher bench. This area is perfect to find solitude and ride a 
single track trail.  Zone W
● Recommend W103 and W217 be left open to at least non‐‐motorized use as it will be the only public access 
to the small parcel of Forest land. The climb on a mountain bike is very rewarding, the view from the top is 
magnificent and usually solitude can be found here. Even though it is an out and back, this ride is very 
rewarding for a seasoned mountain bike user. Allowing only non-­motorized use on W213, W214 and W218 
would definitely add to the experience of these desired trail options for the mountain bike user.
● The addition of a new trail from the end of W218 connecting with W213 or W214 would really increase the 
value of the area for mountain bike use. This would create a different return or approach route for the BIG 
climb up W103.
● Recommend leaving routes W49, W78, W112, W89, W127, W190, W194, W195 (even if deemed 
administrative) open to non-­motorized use for the exploration and solitude this area is known for.
