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Rio Grande Natural Area Commission to Meet

ALAMOSA - The Rio Grande Natural Area Commission (Rio Grande NAC) will meet on Wednesday, Oct 12 from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  The meeting will include a field trip to the Rio Grande Natural Area leaving the Inn of the Rio Grande in Alamosa at 8:00 a.m. and returning at 12:00 p.m. The remainder of the meeting will be held at the Inn of the Rio Grande.  The entire meeting is open to the public and will include a public comment period at 3:00 p.m.


 The Rio Grande Natural Area was designated by Congress in 2006 and includes all lands within ¼ of a mile of either bank of the Rio Grande from the southern boundary of the Alamosa National Wildlife Refuge to the New Mexico State Border. The Natural Area encompasses approximately 33 miles of the Rio Grande, 5,900 acres of private land, and 2,900 acres of BLM-managed lands. 

The Rio Grande NAC is a nine member federal advisory committee with the task to develop a non-binding management plan for the private lands that fall within the boundaries of the Rio Grande Natural Area.  The management plan will further the mission of the Act to conserve, restore, and protect the natural, historic, cultural, scientific, scenic, wildlife, and recreational resources of the Natural Area. The Act also directs the BLM to amend the San Luis Resource Management Plan to address these same resource values on the BLM-managed lands within the Natural Area.
